Mayor Sturdevant called the meeting to order. 12:02 Pm
Amended Developers Agreement for West Gate Commons TIF Project-

Lies said there are a couple of changes to the agreement since it was previously approved by the council.  The annual exemption amount is $25,000 per year for up to 5 years. The completion date is on or before October 1, 2010 for the construction of the project.  The developer is required to install the rest of the infrastructure in its entirety before any other land is sold or developed.  Current owners and successor owners of lot 2 agree to waive any protests to the special assessment as a result of the infrastructure.  Lies said the easement will be on the face of Vision Ford instead of bringing cars in right from 17th Ave.  Discussion was had on the location of Wheatland Dr.  Nelson put up an overhead of the phasing of the project and the proposed entrance into the development.  
Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Bajumpaa to approve the revised Developers Agreement for Westgate Investments, LLC and set the Public Hearing date for July 20th, 2009.
Huwe said notice to competitors will go out today.

Motion carried 7-0.

Renaissance Zone Project Proposal- 
Purchase/Rehab (unanimous recommendation from Planning Commission) Hansey went over the recommendation from RZA regarding the James Eitzen II, GST Trust Renaissance Zone application. He said the RZA recommends the City Council approve James L Eitzen II, GST Trust project with the owners receiving 100% property tax exemption on the money spent on the Improvements Only for a period of 5 years.  
Motion by Hansey, seconded by Schmidt to approve the James L Eitzen II, GST Trust project with the owners receiving 100% property tax exemption on the money spent on the Improvements Only for a period of 5 years. Motion carried 7-0.
Bohn asked what the completion date is, and Priebe said she believes that the completion date is set for October 1st 2009.  
Renaissance Zone Project Proposal- Lease Agreement (unanimous recommendation from Planning Commission) Hansey reviewed the Lakes Technology Group lease RZ application. He said the RZA recommends the City Council approve Lakes Technology Group, Inc. as a Renaissance Zone Lease Project [James L Eitzen II, GST Trust, lessor] and forward the expected occupancy date of November 2009 and necessary paperwork to the Division of Community Services for further processing.

Memorandum of Understanding with Richland County for Economic Stimulus Grant for Police Dept. & Richland County Sheriff’s Dept- Thorsteinson went over the Memorandum of Understanding and said that the City of Wahpeton and Richland County have to apply for the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant together.  The City will be serving as the fiscal agent and will responsible for completing, submitting, and maintaining all required reports.  The grant will remain in effect until the expiration of the grant period, and the City will receive $29,661 of the total $48853.  
Motion by Wateland, seconded by DeVries to approve the Memorandum of Understanding for the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant. Motion Carried 7-0.
Request Permission to Advertise for Bids – Misc Street Repairs-
Nelson went over the advertising authority worksheet for the Miscellaneous Street Repairs project.  He said the funding source is from Special Transportation.  Nelson put up a map that depicted the areas that could benefit from this Miscellaneous Street Repairs project.  He said they plan for doing the project by contract and plan to advertise for bids on the project.  Huwe said she was just notified by the State Treasurer that the City received $199,719.53 to put towards this project.  She said there is no time limit for when the funds need to be used, but these funds have to be used on street maintenance.  Wateland said he would like to look at 12th St and Loy Ave before the school season starts because this area is getting very bad and could benefit from this project.
Motion by Hansey, seconded by Schmidt to allow Nelson to advertise for bids for the Miscellaneous Street Repairs Project. Roll call vote: voting aye: Hansey, Wateland, Bajumpaa, Mitskog, Schmidt, Bohn, DeVries. Voting nay: none.
