PUBLIC HEARING/BID
Nelson reported that Central Specialty of Alexandria was awarded the bid for the North Central Streets Rehabilitation Project No. ST10-160 as the low bidder was found to not be responsible in that they have no experience in this type of project.  

Council member Hansey offered the following and moved its adoption:

REPORTS

FINANCE DIRECTOR/AUDITOR HUWE – Huwe asked for approval for any site authorizations or games of chance permits presented.  

Council member Bohn offered the following and moved its adoption:

St Catherine’s Living Center
The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Bajumpaa.  

C6(a) Liquor License Application
Huwe stated that Kirk Petersen is present and he is requesting the C6A Liquor License for the golf course bar/restaurant.  Mayor asked Huwe to explain what type of establishment may obtain a C6(a) liquor license, Huwe stated it is specific for a 200 member golf course and all liquor is considered on-sale and the license is only valid April 1 through October 31st of each year.  Motion by DeVries, seconded by Schmidt to approve the C6(a) liquor license contingent upon a signed lease between Silver Gopher Limited Liability Corporation and the Golf Board.  Motion carried.  

2010 Census- 
Huwe stated that the 2010 Census pre-notification letters were sent out to residents letting people know that the questionnaire will be coming in the mail on April 1st.  Huwe would also like to have a meeting of the Complete Count Committee on Thursday, March 18th at 4:00 pm.
Proposed Developer Agreement
Huwe requested referral of the Proposed Developer Agreement to the Finance Committee.  Mayor will refer this item to the Finance/Personnel Committee.
NDDOT Meeting 

Huwe stated that the NDDOT will be holding a meeting with City and County officials on March 18th at 9:00am at the Wahpeton Community Center.  

2010 Election Filing Deadline

Huwe stated that the 2010 election filing deadline for the City and Park Board candidates is April 9, 2010 papers and filing fee are due at City Hall by 4:00 pm.
ASSESSOR BROADLAND
Broadland reported that the City Equalization meeting is on Tuesday, April 13th at 5:00pm at City Hall.  Broadland stated that the residential sales ratio is at 96.2% and commercial is at 99.5%.  Mayor asked who receives a letter of increase; Broadland stated that if the value increases by $3,000 or more and 10% or more.
ATTORNEY LIES
Council member Hansey offered second reading of the following Ordinance and moved for adoption:
ORDINANCE NO. 926

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 16-800

BUSINESS DISTRICTS SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS – SCHOOLS

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Ordinance was duly seconded by Council member Wateland, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof:  Hansey, Wateland, Mitskog, DeVries, Schmidt, Bajumpaa, and Bohn; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Ordinance was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.
Right of Entry Easement
Lies stated that the City has received a request from City of Breckenridge for a right of entry easement for surveying purposes on the Minnesota side golf course land will be doing levy work easement is for surveying on the property.  Upon concurrence of the City and Golf Board attorney then the Mayor has the authority to approve.  Wateland asked if the levee would affect the golf course; Lies stated that he, Mayor Sturdevant, Nelson and Breckenridge City Officials along with Golf Board members met with Corps and walked the area it is on the south side of the golf course and it is not the playing area.  
Lies is asking for approval upon the concurrence of the City Attorney and the Golf Board Attorney then the Mayor may sign the one year easement the project is only for surveying the placement of the levee.  Motion by Bajumpaa, seconded by Schmidt to approve the easement pending concurrence of the City Attorney and the Golf Board Attorney.  Motion carried. 
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE
Housing Committee -Priebe reported on the Wahpeton/Breckenridge Housing Oversight Committee-listing the members that serve on the Committee.  Priebe stated that the Committee conducted interviews with analysts that submitted an RFP for a housing demand study.  The Housing Oversight Committee felt that Community Partners Research Inc. would best suit the needs of the twin towns.  The project cost for the estimated 160 days it will take to complete the study is $18,900.  Wahpeton’s 60% share calculates out to $11,340 but there is a $5,000 State Housing Agency Grant to reduce that amount to $6,340.  Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Bohn to approve the contract with Community Partners Research, Inc. to complete the study per their proposal.  Motion carried.

NorthPark Spec Home- Priebe reported that the second North Park Spec home closing was last Friday.  Priebe will send an RFP for two more spec homes to be built in NorthPark.  Motion by DeVries, seconded by Mitskog to approve the RFP for two new spec homes in North Park Addition not to exceed $275,000.  Motion carried.  Mitskog suggested getting input from the Housing Committee with regard to the spec homes prior to development.
City Owned Lots- Priebe stated that the City owned lots have been assigned to local realtors for marketing.

EDC Report Priebe distributed the EDC recommendation report with regard to housing issues.  The EDC would like to broaden the use of the reserve of sales tax funds for economic development established in 2006 for the Wal-Mart project.  The EDC could like to broaden the use of this reserve to include housing incentives.  Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Schmidt to approve broadening the use of the Development Agreement Reserve account to include housing incentives.  Motion carried.
RRVC Request- Priebe stated that  RRVC requested $15,000 from the Sales Tax Fund for Economic Development for budget year 2010 with the RRVC.  The Commission  tabled the item until the April 7th meeting.

NSP Project- Priebe stated that she toured the NSP home located at 211 5th Avenue North.  Priebe explained that the home was purchased through the stimulus package last year and the buyer of house must be at or below of 50% of median income and be bankable.  The person who purchases property must attend a first time homebuyer education class.  Also the buyer needs to be aware of the deed restrictions on the property.  Mayor asked for completion date, Priebe stated that there is still exterior work that needs to be completed. 
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON-
Nelson requested referral to the Public Works Public Safety Committee 
Change Order No. 3 with Kuechle Underground, Inc for Southside Drainage Improvements Phase A, Part 1, Project No. DR09-159 in amount of $1,238.  Mayor will refer this item to PWPS Committee.

Nelson requested referral to the Public Works Public Safety Committee Change Order No. 1 (Final) with Mark Sand and Gravel for Wahpeton Community Center Parking Lot, Project No. PR08-139 in amount of $13,644.13.  Mayor will refer this item to PWPS Committee.  
Nelson requested referral to the Public Works Public Safety Committee a request for Financial Assistance for Replacement of Water Service Line at 516 2nd St S.  Mayor will refer this item to PWPS Committee.
Sump Pumps- Permitted sump pumps cannot be discharged into the sanitary sewer and need to be outside.  

Flood Protection
Nelson is requesting approval of two resolutions to allow the City to enter into cooperation agreements for advanced measures and for flood assistance during an emergency.

The motion of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Council member Schmidt, Motion Carried 7-0.
Flood Report

Nelson stated that the Cooperation agreements are preemptive and if the City needs assistance they are in place.  

Nelson stated that the Red River is at 16.4 feet and the rate of rise has slowed.  The National Weather Service projects a crest 17.5 feet on early Wednesday.  The forecast for precipitation is looking good.  The flooding potential in the City with the river is contained with 80% of the permanent levee in place to protect to 1997 levels and the portion unfinished is in the golf course and not subject to damage until 18+ feet. 
Interior flood protection gates and storm sewers are gated off from the river so they do not bring river water back into the streets.  Pump stations are all activated with standby tractors to run pumps in the event of electrical failure and staff is on shifts of 24 hour coverage. 
The Mayor asked about downstream ice jams; Nelson only an issue in town at the Rail Road Bridge and Dakota Avenue Bridge and the permanent levee is complete in that area and is not currently thought to be a major threat.
