FINANCE DIRECTOR/AUDITOR HUWE-Huwe asked for approval for any site authorizations or games of chance permits presented.
Council member Bohn offered the following Game of Chance and moved its adoption:

Designation of Depositories-Huwe stated as required by the North Dakota Century Code the City Council is to be presented with a listing of pledged assets by each financial institution designated for deposit of City funds.  The “pledge book” with documentation is submitted for review.  Motion by Bohn, seconded by Mitskog to approve the list of pledges and the designated depositories.  Motion Carried 8-0.
Motion by Hartman, seconded by Hansey to approve the collateralization of assets totaling $8,759,929.43.  Motion Carried 8-0.  
Capital Improvement Plan-Huwe requested that the Capital Improvement Plan be referred to the Finance Committee and the Public Works Public Safety Committee.  Mayor will refer this item to both of the City Council Committees.
2011 Budget Overview and Input-Huwe asked for referral of the 2011 Budget Preparation Overview to the Finance Committee and the Public Works Public Safety Committee.  Mayor will refer this item to both of the City Council Committees.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE
Absolute Marketing-Priebe introduced Brian Meckler with Absolute Marketing to give an overview of the image campaign.  Meckler stated that Absolute Marketing has been working on creating a marketing campaign to create a positive image for Wahpeton.  Meckler stated that “Wahpeton Welcome” is the theme and there are TV ads, radio ads, website wahpetonwelcome.com, Face book, and direct mail advertising.  Meckler stated the campaign slogan is “If you saw what we see you’d know why we live here”.  Absolute Marketing produced relocation packets if anyone is interested; the website contains the same information as the relocation packets, and Face book is redirected to the website.  Meckler reviewed the Wahpetonwelcome.com website hits from May 24th to July 19th.  Meckler stated that a billboard has been placed along Highway 13 promoting the website.  Meckler will leave the information regarding the website with Priebe.

Development Agreement Housing Project-Priebe requested referral of the Development Agreement for a housing project to the Finance Committee.  Mayor will refer this item to the Finance Committee.
Wahpeton/Breckenridge Housing Study Committee-Priebe reported that the Wahpeton/Breckenridge Housing Study Committee meeting is scheduled for July 20 @ 11:30.  Steve Griesert of Community Partners Research will facilitate the meeting. 
 CDC-Priebe reminded everyone of the CDC meeting on July 21st at noon.  
Comprehensive Plan Update-Priebe stated that four firms were selected for interviews to be held on July 28th and July 29th.  
RLF Working Capital Loan-Priebe reported there have been three applications for RLF Working Capital Loans for businesses within reconstruction district along Dakota Avenue.  There have also been three RLF loans reviewed with Dan Reilly of the SBDC office.  The ED Office has responded to two more Department of Commerce RFP’s. 

PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON

Public Policy Public Water Users-Nelson requested that the Public Policy for Public Water Users be referred to the Public Works Public Safety Committee.  Mayor will refer this item to the PWPS Committee.
Odors from the North-Nelson requested that odors from the north be referred to the Public Works Public Safety Committee.  Mayor will refer this item to the PWPS Committee.

Suspension of the Rules-Nelson requested for suspension of the rules to discuss the Leach Library bids.  Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Bertsch to allow suspension of the rules.  Motion Carried.

Construction Update

Nelson gave an update of the ongoing construction projects.  Dakota Avenue is progressing and expects traffic on 11th & Dakota and pour remaining asphalt on the other side of Dakota Avenue at this intersection.  Dakota Avenue from 4th Street to 6th Street pipelines and asphalt continue with 4th to 6th open for Crazy Days on Wednesday. The south side storm sewer is complete and surfacing of streets will be completed this week or next.  Stage II Levy on the north side of Dakota Ave. adjacent to the Dakota Ave. Bridge was pending lower river levels, the area should see progress within 4-6 weeks.  North Central Area Streets 9th Street North work is scheduled to begin tomorrow starting at the south end and working north it will be a total reconstruction and work on the adjoining avenues continues.  Southside seal coat completed and excess gravel will be picked up this week.  Alley paving project informational meetings Thursday, July 22nd south side property owners meet at the Wahpeton Community Center at 5:30pm and north side property owners meet at the City Hall Community Room at 7:00pm. 
Vector Control-Nelson reported that there will be mosquito ground spraying tonight and Wednesday or Thursday and counts from the State show a marked reduction in those mosquitoes responsible for West Nile Virus.
