Bremer Bank

Huwe asked the Council to designate Bremer Bank as a depository of a money market account with $245,000 on deposit at .8%.  Motion by Bohn, seconded by Hansey to approve Bremer Bank as a depositor for the City of Wahpeton.  Motion Carried 8-0.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE
Spec Homes-Priebe presented photos of spec homes to be built in NorthPark Addition they will be sold for $145,500 each.  The two homes are bi-level and the floor plans mirror each other.  
NSP Home- Priebe stated the NSP home at 211 5th Avenue North will be marketed to buyers at or below the 50% of median income for Richland County.  Priebe will accept offers for a ten day window to see which buyers qualify under the NSP Guidelines.

Housing Study- Priebe reported that Steve Grieser of Community Partners Research is planning a meeting with the Housing Oversight Committee on July 20th to review the first draft.  

Comprehensive Plan- Priebe stated that Comprehensive Plan proposals were received by 5pm last Thursday.  The Selection Committee will review the proposals and arrive at a “short list” for their first meeting on July 13th at 4pm.  The selection process will be qualifications-based, not ‘bid’ based.

Absolute marketing –Priebe stated that Brian Meckler, the image campaign contact, delivered the Wahpeton Welcome kits last week and they are ready for distribution once the TV ads begin running this month.  Billboard ads will be placed later in the year.  Letters from the Mayor and Priebe will be mailed out this month to generate interest in moving to Wahpeton.  Brian will attend the July 19th City Council Meeting to discuss the campaign and deliver the Wahpeton Welcome mat in the photos.  

Dakota Avenue Reconstruction- Priebe stated that the project is in the 12th week. 

Labor Study- Priebe stated that the Labor Study is complete and she is waiting for the Executive Summary Report. 

PLANNING COMMISSION

Attorney Lies discussed the proposed subdivision in the Oakwood Subdivision for Lots 1 and 3 Block 2.  Lies explained that Bryan and Mary Wolfgram acquired the Coleman & Loy Morris property and wish to sell part of their property.  Wolfgram’s would like to sell a portion of their property to Rob and Beth Dohman and for the transaction to take place the Dohman’s need to acquire property from Greg Meide to ensure access and setback requirement can be met.  Typically the area would require a replat to define the legal property descriptions and ensure access to each platted lot; the current proposal is to maintain a private drive with access granted through easements (which is a private matter).  Planning Commission voted to recommend the Council waive the subdivision requirements for the tract from the Meide property; City staff does not have authority to waive an ordinance; if there are any further subdivisions a re-plat of all affected properties is required.  Motion to waive subdivision requirements to allow sale by Meide and Wolfgram to Dohman with out a replat; by Hansey, seconded by Bertsch. Discussion: Bajumpaa confirmed the size of the lot 150’ deep by 190’ wide south of Wolfgram’s.  Hartman questioned if this area has issues that need to be addressed and expressed the importance of platting property.  Mitskog asked about the infrastructure - Lies stated that it will continue as a private street and the City will require an access easement for the water and sewer infrastructure.  Wolfgram will have Interstate Engineering draw up plans for infrastructure placement for the PW Director’s approval.  Motion Carried 7-1 with Hartman voting nay.  
POLICE CHIEF THORSTEINSON
Crazy Days-Thorsteinson received a request from the Chamber of Commerce requested the closure of a portion of Dakota Avenue from 4th Street to 6th Street for Crazy Days on July 21st.  Motion by Bohn, seconded by Bajumpaa to approve the street closure for Crazy Days on July 21st.  Motion Carried.
Fire House Pub-Thorsteinson stated that Fire House Pub has asked to use the old City Hall Parking Lot on July 24th to hold an open air dance in conjunction with a motorcycle run for Staff Sgt David Kuehl.  Motion by Hartman, seconded by Hansey to approve use of the City owned parking lot for the dance.  Motion Carried.

PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON
Sidewalk-Nelson requested referral of sidewalk improvements at 6th Street North in the Original Townsite to the Public Works Public Safety Committee.  Council President Mitskog will refer this item to the PWPS Committee.
Safe Routes to School- Nelson presented the Safe Routes to School grant in the amount of $148,850.  The City is required to designate a line item reserve fund of $20,000 for the City’s local commitment to plan, design and build the project.  The $20,000 will be taken from the sidewalk fund.  Motion by Dale, seconded by Bohn to approve the $20,000 reserve from the sidewalk fund.  Motion Carried 8-0.  

Nelson requested suspension of the rules to act on an item that was not on the City Council Agenda.  Motion by Bertsch, seconded by Hansey to suspend the rules.  Motion carried.

Dakota Avenue Update- Nelson reported that a large number of phases are open to traffic.  4th Street to 6th Street is scheduled to be open tomorrow (Wednesday) or Thursday and the work on the bridge to 2nd and 2nd to 4th and storm sewer placed in phase ii and underground utilities in phase iii and storm sewer completed 8th to 10th.  11th street intersection continues with subgrade paving north south taking place has to be built in several phases to provide access to abutting businesses.  Bulk of underground work is completed.

North Central Area Street Project- Nelson gave an update on the North Central Area Street Project the concrete work should be completed by this week.  Alleys are to be open on both ends and both should be open by next week; it will be two weeks before the asphalt work begins.  Nelson will issue a PSA once the locations are known for asphalt work.

Vector Control- Nelson reported that an aerial spray took place last night (Monday) and ground spraying will take place later in the week.  Nelson reported that the number of mosquitoes is slowly increasing.  

REPORTS FROM THE CITY COUNCIL COMMITTEES
Finance Committee Report
Chairman Bohn reported that the Committee received an update regarding Town Centre Square from John Schneider and the remaining items in need to repair are water in the basement, the second floor offices, the east entryway and the fire doors.  Schneider was invited to the July 26th Finance Committee for another progress update.
NDSCS Spec Home Concept- Bohn reported that the Committee reviewed the former Eastman property as a potential site for the NDSCS Spec home.  The Committee suggested that Economic Development Director Priebe meet with Randy Stach from NDSCS to review current inventory of City owned lots to determine if another lot may be more suitable for this type of home.

Public Works Public Safety Committee Report
Recycling License Request-Motion by Hansey, seconded by Hartman to recommend approval of the licensing process for recycling companies operating in Wahpeton with a pro-rated license fee of $50 and license applications due by August 1st.  Motion Carried 8-0.
Drainage at WMS-Motion by Hansey, seconded by Hartman to recommend the City reject the School District’s request for financial participation in drainage improvements or the City not participate financially in the project.  Motion Carried 8-0.

ND Dept of Health Contract-Motion by Hansey, seconded by DeVries to recommend approval of the contract with North Dakota Department of Health for laboratory services. Motion Carried 8-0.
Change Order No. 1- Motion by Hansey, seconded by Hartman to recommend approval of Change Order No. 1 to the Construction Contract with Central Specialties, Inc. for North Central Area Streets Rehabilitation, Project No. ST10-160, in an amount of $43,253.50.  Motion Carried 8-0.  
City Hall Community Room Entrance –Motion by Hansey, seconded by Hartman to recommend a budget amendment up to $15,000 for improvements to the City Hall East (Community Room) Entrance.  Motion Carried 8-0.
Dakota Avenue Enhancement Project- Motion by Hansey, seconded by DeVries to recommend approval of the contract with Interstate Engineering for Engineering Services to construct Dakota Avenue Transportation Enhancements Project No. ST11-173 in an amount of $26,194.  Motion Carried 8-0. 

Planning Commission -Lies reported that the Planning Commission passed a motion to schedule a joint hearing with the City Council on August 2nd regarding the rezoning ordinance for the Oliver project west of Wal-Mart.   Motion by Hansey, seconded by Bajumpaa to suspend the rules to set the public hearing with the Planning Commission.  Motion Carried.
Motion by Bertsch, seconded by Hansey to schedule a public hearing on August 2nd.  Motion Carried.
