Mayor Sturdevant called the meeting to order at 5:03 pm.
Motion by Wateland, seconded by Hansey to approve the October 6, 2008 Council Minutes.  Motion carried 8-0.
PUBLIC HEARING
Special Assessment Hearing- Mayor Sturdevant asked if there were any written protests and Broadland said there were none.  This is for district 1-1-06, Phase I Sanitary Interceptor, Phase II 16th Ave and 19th St N, and Phase II which was 17th Ave and Commerce St.  She said they do have a hand out of that.  
Lies said the public will have 10 days from the date of the adoption of the ordinance to have 10 days to pay without paying any interest.  
Councilmember Tollefson offered the following Resolution and moved for adoption:

Wateland had a question on the next resolutions listed on the agenda, and Lies noted that those resolutions had to deal with the bonds that were issued.  Broadland also wanted to note that she will contact all of the property owners to let them know that they have until November 1st without having any interest.
Mike Manstrom-Results of Sale - He had the results for the sale of the bonds that took place this morning for the City of Wahpeton.  These bonds amount to $1,850,000 and are 2008 refunding improvement bonds.  He noted these are twelve year bond issues and have a rate of 4.57%.  He included the Moody’s report in the information given to the council, and they confirmed the A3 rating for the City of Wahpeton.  He also issued to the council a principal and interest payment schedule which will begin to make in May 2009.

Waste hauling License – Storbakken’s - Manock stated the Storbakken’s are on their way to the meeting so they will be able to answer any questions at that time.  Sturdevant asked if they are taking over Meide’s business, and when will that be in effect.  Manock said they are planning to take over Meide’s business and they will be taking over as soon as their license is approved.  Lies stated that the Storbakken’s haul from four different cities and he did check with some and they have had no complaints nor has the stated reported any complaints.  
Wateland asked if they will be using a transfer station.  Lies stated that they will be hauling directly to Gwinner.

Manock then stated a reminder of the NIMS 700 training and ICS 100 Training November 5th from 6-10pm at the South Side Fire Station.

Next Manock reminded council of the Bid Opening for the Fire Rescue Truck on November 5th from 6-10pm at the North Side Fire Station.

Manock then requested for referral of Golf Ad Hoc Committee Recommendation to a council of the whole meeting on October 28th.  After some discussion this meeting was decided to be held at 5:00pm on October 28th.  And Sturdevant referred this issue to this council of the whole meeting.

Another reminder was the joint meeting regarding LAWA will be held October 28th at the Community Center at 9am.

Manock requested referral to PW/PS Howard Jenson’s request to review former Industrial Threading building for purchase by city.

Manock also announced that Council Education Session for tonight’s meeting was postponed to the next council meeting.

ASSESSOR BROADLAND –   ask for permission to allow our Building and Codes Official Johnson to be updated with the North Dakota Department of Commerce.  They are having a voting meeting of the second amendment process to the 2006 North Dakota Building Code and the determination of eligibility to vote on updating the ND State Building Codes.  We need to send a letter stating that Todd does have the authority to vote.

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Wateland to authorize Todd Johnson with the ability to vote at the meeting of the second amendment process.  Motion carried 8-0.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE –  She did submit a clean copy of the updated Wahpeton Economic Development Commission policy and procedure statement which was amended October 6th for the council’s reference.
Priebe submitted an activity report with an aerial photo of the shared use path on it.  Priebe asked for any questions on projects or activities listed on the activity report.  There were no questions posed.

RZA - Darin Zaun who is doing business as American Family Square.

Zaun plans to purchase the former First Community Credit Union building and renovate the entire space to house his insurance business and to lease space to other businesses.  Zuan’s plans include: new roof, siding, and inside walls for a total estimated cost of rehab of approximately $100,000.  This meets the test of 50% or more of true and full value of the property, which qualifies for a five year property tax exemption on the improvements.  A letter from the State Tax Commissioner’s office stating that Mr. Zaun is a Taxpayer in Good Standing has been received.  The potential exists to include any tenants in the RZ program and qualify them as zone projects when leases are ready to sign.  The Renaissance Zone program offer state income tax exemptions to tenants of approved projects.

The RZA recommends the City Council approve Darin Zaun/American Family Square rehabilitation Renaissance Zone project and that his application for a five year property tax exemption on the improvements be granted.
Motion by Hansey, seconded by Tollefson to approve Darin Zaun/American Family Square rehabilitation Renaissance Zone project and that his application for a five year property tax exemption on the improvements be granted.  Motion carried 8-0.

Mike Storbakken (Storbakken Sanitation)-   Sturdevant asked Storbakken if he had received his bond yet.  Storbakken said that the bond is ready, he was just waiting to see if the application got approved.  Wateland asked if they took all of their waste directly to Gwinner, to which Storbakken said that as of right now they do.  Lies asked if he would be coming in to Wahpeton with a full truck or an empty truck.  Storbakken said the truck would usually be empty.  Lies said the only reason he was wondering is because of the weight limits on some of the streets.  Storbakken said he is currently hauling for Fairmount, Lidgerwood, Milnor, Havannah, Geneseo, Cayuga and McCloud.  
Motion by Wateland, seconded by Mitskog to approve the waste hauling license.  Motion carried 8-0.
Finance Director Huwe- 
Request approval to open CDBG Escrow Account at Bank of the West – Huwe noted that the City of Wahpeton is the sponsoring agency for ComDel Innovtion Community Development Block Grant working in conjunction with Lake Agassiz Regional Development Corporation.  She said we need to establish an escrow account.  She is asking permission to open up a new bank account at Bank of the West for the purpose of dispersing CDBG funds on behalf of that project.  
Motion by Tollefson, seconded DeVries to give permission to open CDBG Escrow Account at Bank of the West.  Motion carried 8-0.
Request approval of Red Flags Identity Theft Policy - This issue was previously referred to Public Works, but as there agenda has been full the issue never got addressed.  The policy has to do with Identity Theft prevention and is time sensitive and need to have a policy in place by November 1st.  Huwe asked to adopt the policy and if the council feels that it needs to be updated or revised we could still do that after adoption.

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Schmidt to approve the Red Flags Identity Theft Policy.  Motion carried 8-0.
Huwe thanked Public Works director Nelson and his assistant Jerri for picking up that this policy had to be in place by November 1st.  
POLICE CHIEF THORSTEINSON –  No formal report
Librarian MacIver – 
The good news is that the Chocolate-Chocolate was a big success.  The bad news is that the lift at the Library quit last Wednesday, and they have to purchase the  complete unit and not just the motor. She is asking if the library could use some of the emergency capital improvement fund money to fix the unit.  The total cost for the unit is approximately $6453.  Sturdevant asked if the library board had been informed of this situation, and MacIver said she sent an email out to the library board informing them of the situation. Tollefson asked if MacIver had taken the motor in to be rewound or repaired, and MacIver said she didn’t believe the repair man did that.  Bertsch asked who looked at the motor, and MacIver said they have a service contract with an elevator company out of Fargo.  Wateland said that it may be a good idea to replace the lift as it could be a large liability issue.  Tollefson said it may not cost anything to take it to Big Wood’s electric to see if it could be repaired or rewound.  MacIver said that Steve, the repairman said it would be difficult for someone who is not familiar with the motor to remove it from the lift.  Sturdevant asked if Terry Meyer could look at it, and Nelson said that he would let him know.  Elevator lift Referred to the PW/PS agenda for October 28th.  
Public Works Director Nelson - Change orders will need to be continued to the next council meeting as the committee did not meet last Friday to recommend approval of the change orders 4M and 2E.
Next Nelson requested referral to PW/PS Committee an Annual Maintenance Certificate for Urban Federal Aid Projects.  Sturdevant referred this to PW/PS Committee.
Councilmember Hansey offered the following Resolution and moved for adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Bertsch, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Bertsch, Hansey, Wateland, Mitskog, Schmidt, Tollefson, DeVries and Bohn; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor
We would anticipate multiple construction projects and those projects are to be identified in the master plan.  Lies said this just sets the boundaries to special assessments that could be applied.  
Request of Referral to PW/PS of a professional service agreement with Interstate Engineering the south side drainage basin master plan.  Sturdevant referred this to PW/PS committee.
Request of referral to PW/PS of the disposal of the old water tower.  Sturdevant referred this to PW/PS.
Nelson had an informational item that 702 Communications has applied for a permit to install telecommunication cables in the downtown corridor.  Most of the installation will be in alleys.  This is anticipated to take several weeks.  Mitskog asked if they will be working behind Town Center Square. Nelson said they will be working behind there however; they will be keeping us informed of the progression of the project.
Sturdevant commented on that shared used path is being completed.  Nelson said that the paving of the path should all be finished and the seeding and landscaping is being worked on.
REPORTS FROM THE CITY COUNCIL COMMITTEES

Finance Committee –  
Sign Moratorium-unanimous recommendation to remove the moratorium on signs from the Red River to 8th St N along Dakota Avenue

Motion by Tollefson, seconded by Bohn to approve the removal of the moratorium on signs from the Red River to 8th St N along Dakota Avenue.
Tollefson noted the second item to report on is on the motion to recommend to the Council to pay $20,447.81 from the Clubhouse Maintenance Fund for the bills attached and that the golf course not be responsible for the October rent payment of $2500.00 to the City of Wahpeton.  Tollefson said there is $22,000.00 in the maintenance fund right now, the money is not intended for this use however it could be used.

Motion by Tollefson, seconded by Mistkog to pay $20,447.81 from the Clubhouse Maintenance Fund for the bills attached and that the golf course not be responsible for the October rent payment of $2500.00 to the City of Wahpeton.

Hansey stated he doesn’t believe that the proper place for that money to come out of is the maintenance fund.  He doesn’t believe the $22,000 in the account would do much more than cover the amount to fix the roof if need be.  What is going to happen next month when your bills come due and there is no money left in the maintenance fund.  Arden Anderson stated that he put some information together after the meeting which he handed out to all the council members.  He introduced Fred Strege who does the legal work for the golf board and also Jim Anderson who is the current secretary/treasurer.  Mr. Anderson said he put together a listing of the amounts that Jim Anderson gave him which showed the $29,000 that was up for payment as of last Monday.  After the last meeting he put together a report that shows the recommended amounts that don’t total up correctly.  He said he flagged them and everybody at the meeting flagged them at the meeting as all of the members know, but there was an error in adding them up.  He did make some comments on the side of the report and are direct answers to Alderman Hansey’s questions about if the same thing is going to happen in a month.  Mr. Anderson said this won’t happen again in a month because a lot of these are annual things or we will no longer as a golf course be ordering grass seed or filling tanks with gas or diesel fuel, but they are there if you’d like to look at them.  He said waste management will be very little, and North Dakota sales tax which shows $230 on the report will be very little because there is hardly anyone playing and this is the sales tax from the green fees.  So the amounts aren’t going to be that high.  He also said that one part of the packet shows that the golf board did approve a balanced budget for 2009, which includes a 10% increase in fees and cut backs wherever it could be done.  It does not address the equipment getting older, but that will coming up through the board and not the city.  He said maybe he should wait for another question before he goes any further.  

Sturdevant asked if Arden knew what it would cost to replace the damaged shingles on the roof.  He said I thought that Kessel said that he had gotten that information on the roof at the last meeting and he gave us an estimated cost of $2000 to fix the roof and repair down below where the water runs below the concrete.  Also he wanted to add that there is an annual meeting of the golf course tonight and everyone is invited and he said they would like council members to come if they would.  He said Tom Richels, the Wilkin County Engineer, is going to come to the meeting to talk about the status of the wetlands and I think some of you folks are aware of that.  Council would have to approve anything that happens there because that land is owned by the City of Wahpeton.  We will learn tonight what that status of that is and then of course he and members of the golf board would have to meet with city council before it goes any further.

He mentioned that the fees are being raised and it appears that our budget will be balanced next year, but that doesn’t solve everything if we would receive the money from the city to pay some of these bills.  So a letter is going to be proposed tonight to go out to not only golfers but people in Wahpeton and Breckenridge, and businesses asking for donations to get us back on our feet.  He said from what I can make out the total that is necessary to do that is between $40,000 and $50,000.  

Hansey asked what amount of bills for next month will be.  Jim Anderson discussed some of the bills that will be due at the beginning of next month.  Hansey said he wonders if we should be spending money out of the maintenance when there will only be a couple thousand dollars left in that fund after paying these bills for the golf course.  He said if there are maintenance issues down the road a few months the city won’t have any money to address these issues. 

Bertsch asked if the money in the fund is money that has come in from the golf course through the rental fees.  Sturdevant said that the money in the fund is for maintenance to the clubhouse only.  Tollefson said that we asked for money out of the sales tax and set aside rec fund however; there was no money available from those funds neither this month nor next month.

Tollefson asked Arden if they are going to continue to use money collected this year to pay next years bills? Arden said they don’t have a choice; they have to use 2009 green fees to pay 2008 bills.  He said he is opposed to doing this.  He said they got into trouble after the flood, but we think we have solved that by redoing the back side.  Thank you City of Wahpeton for the $60,000 grant to help us do that.  We have got to chip away at that.  He said he wanted to throw out a year such as five years, but he doesn’t know if it can be done in five years.  He said he would like to have a black balance at the end of the year with money that we have collected for that year.  He said there is no question that they will be sending out applications for next years memberships and the golf board is going to have to use some of that to pay 2008 expenses.  He said that is wrong and he knows it’s wrong.  He said I have two years left in my term and I am going to try to get rid of that.  He said that is something between me, the board members, the memberships, and the people who come to the meeting tonight.

Schmidt said you said you want $22,000 from us which includes the $2500 non payment for the lease of the building. Arden said that was probably incorrect what the motion was, its been adjusted.  The motion was $18,957.81, but it wasn’t added up correctly. Lies stated that Kessel said after the golf board meeting that he had made an addition error. He said another thing is that $543.00 for the Small Business Administration apparently wasn’t included in the revised amount, and I wasn’t here.  But again he would like the treasurer on the amounts.  He said he doesn’t think the golf course will die or go into bankruptcy if the entire amount available.  Arden said I am sure there are some things on here that can be delayed a little while until these requests for donations come in.  By the way we have received or have pledges for $2000.00 before the letters have been sent out and before the membership fees start coming in.  Schmidt asked how the golf board will pay for the difference in bills that are due with the difference the city is paying and the amount in the treasury.  Arden said historically they have had a pretty good response for people sending memberships in early. So he said again it’s the wrong way to do it but until we get our finances straightened out, we are still going to have to collect next years fees for this years bills and we can do that as we will have money by the end of the year.

Arden answered the question of what dollar amounts are owed on the major loans asked:  He said it would be the two Capital Crossing loans and the US Small Business loans and they total about $4,000.00.
Mitskog asked if there is a comprehensive plan for the golf course, as she doesn’t want to make piece meal decisions for the golf course.  Sturdevant said there is a motion on the table, and there are bills that would need to be taken care of such as the Capital Crossing Loans.  

Schmidt asked if the golf course has taken into consideration the levee that will be built, or if the levee will be going through the golf course.  Arden said that the levee has been built, and that was what the $60,000 was used for in part.  He said the seeding has been done, the new green has been built and it will be ready for play next spring.  He said the next phase of the levee will go through the golf course on the North Dakota side but it will be between holes.  

He said this request was for the fund that that money has been put in by the golf course on supposedly reserve for the clubhouse.  The meeting on the 28th is a report from the committee regarding the golf courses request that the city take over the bookkeeping and the secretarial duties.  He said there is no 3 or 5 year plan on paper, but it’s got to be, and that why he said as long as he’s on the board some of these things are going to change.  

Schmidt asked if we could only vote some of the money be paid, such a split out the Capital Crossing loans and get them out of the way so we don’t go into receivership.  Schmidt said that the council members may need more information before they make a vote on dispersing money.  He said perhaps a modified motion could be made, as he said he doesn’t know when the bills have to be paid.  He said maybe if Jim Anderson could meet with the Finance officer to determine what is desperate between now and the 28th.  

Sturdevant asked if we have a week to pay some of these bills.  Jim Anderson stated that there are some bills that could wait a week, but some such as Capital Crossing that probably need to be paid as soon as possible.

Sturdevant discussed the importance of the golf course in our community, and that the issues that have arisen since the flood are not the golf board’s fault.

Schmidt wanted to say that he is not against the golf course, and feels that it’s an asset to Wahpeton.  He is however against depleting the fund.  Schmidt requested amending the motion to pay a lesser amount than what was posed.  Tollefson said that he didn’t want to amend the motion as there is no where else for the money to come from.

Hansey also wanted to note that he wasn’t against the golf course, however, he feels this puts the City of Wahpeton in a tough situation.

Role call vote: Voting aye: Mitskog, Wateland, Bertsch, Bohn, Tollefson, DeVries Voting nay: Schmidt and Hansey.
Ambulance Subsidy - Tollefson said there was a unanimous recommendation to the Council that Ambulance Services Inc. Provide CPR training as previously provided to city staff with no additional training required related to $13,000 city subsidy.

Motion by Tollefson, seconded by Bertsch to approve that Ambulance Services Inc. Provide CPR training as previously provided to city staff with no additional training required related to $13,000 city subsidy.

Wateland said that we are giving a private entity that is for profit and we cannot pay our own bills such as the golf course.  Nobody has yet told him what the ambulance uses the money for and will not open their books for the city.  Bertsch said she believes that they had a long discussion with the reps from the ambulance and they did talk about opening their books and they did recognize the fact that they have been receiving the subsidy in the past and now they are being asked where the money is going.  Bertsch said that the ambulance didn’t come to the city with a written request and thinks that we did a good job of lowering the subsidy.  Mitskog said that we are scrutinizing expenditures more than ever and she suggests that we sit down with this entity and see what wants and needs are there.  Mitskog does not want to send the message to the residents that the city is out of money.  She thinks that we are setting precedence with the ambulance and scrutinizing where our dollars are being spent.  

Schmidt asked that every time they roll the wheels if they bill someone else besides the city.  Wateland said the individual is billed.  Lies stated that they pick up some people that don’t have insurance and cannot pay, so they don’t get paid for every call that goes out.  Sturdevant said they provided the city with some literature at the meeting with amounts paid for insurance.  Wateland said that he spoke with a citizen who said that ASI is not paying their premium to BCBS, so BCBS does not cover the ambulance calls completely.  Bertsch said that we are going off in places that we don’t have answers for at this time and there have been conversations with the reps from ASI about this issue at the Finance meeting.  She said that ASI was expecting 25 thousand and we gave them 13 thousand and the reps from ASI said they could work with this amount.
