 City of Wahpeton Minutes

January 5th, 2006

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a continuation of the January 3rd, 2005 meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 5th day of January 2006, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Council President Schmidt; members Hansey, Otterson, Badgley and Loberg

Officers present: City Coordinator Kessel, Attorney Lies, Economic Development Director Priebe, Assessor Broadland, Public Works Director Nelson and Finance Director Huwe.  Others present: City Administrators Assistant Burchill and Finance Assistant Appell.

Council President Schmidt reconvened the continuation of the January 3rd, 2006 meeting to order.  

City Coordinator Kessel announced that they have received signed petitions from the rest of the landowners along the 210 bypass requesting that their land be annexed into the city.  (City Coordinator Kessel presented Exhibit B.)

Coordinator Kessel pointed out the land that has already been included in the first reading of Ordinance 870, AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING LANDS TO THE CITY OF WAHPETON, NORTH DAKOTA (PART OF THE W 1/2 OF THE SW 1/4 OF §32, T133 N, R 47 W AND PART OF THE E 1/2 OF THE NW 1/4 OF §6, T132 N, R 47 WEST and stated that the council would need to make a motion to amend the first reading of Ordinance 870 to include the petitioned property presented this evening.  

The landowners that have presented the city with signed petitions and desire to be included in the ordinance listed above are: Sam and Denise Johnson dba EZ Store, Jerry Meide, Dean and Jo Allmendinger, Darrel and Marline Gast/Gast Construction and Earl and Albena Oliver. 

Badgley asked if the wording is the same for all petitions. 

Kessel stated that it is and he read one of the petitions. 

Hansey asked what the total acreage of the land to be annexed is.

Kessel stated that it is between 120 and 140 acres. 

Beyer asked what negotiations have happened to get to this decision. 

Kessel stated that there have been many hours of negotiations and he anticipates at least one additional meeting.  Once the negotiations are complete the council will receive a copy of them and they are the governing body that will either approve or deny the requests.  

Beyer asked what would happen if the terms cannot be agreed upon. 

Kessel said that the landowners have until the date of the second reading to withdrawal their petition for annexation. 

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Hansey to amend the first reading of Ordinance 870 to include the petitioned property in the annexation request. 

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Hansey to adjourn.
