 City of Wahpeton Minutes

February 6th, 2006

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 6th day of February 2006, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Schmitz; Council members Beyer, Hansey (via phone), Mitskog, Otterson, Loberg, Schmidt and Badgley.   

The following members were absent: Tollefson
Officers present: City Coordinator Kessel, Attorney Lies, Police Chief Thorsteinson, Economic Development Director Priebe, Assessor Broadland, Librarian MacIver and Finance Director Huwe.  Others present: City Coordinator Assistant Burchill and Finance Assistant Appell.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Mitskog to approve the minutes from the regular meeting held January 17th, 2006. Motion carried 7-0.  

Mayor Schmitz announced that there are guests in the audience from the Boy Scouts organization.  It is Boy Scout week and Mayor Schmitz thanked them for attending this evening and for all they do with the Boy Scout organization. 

OFFICER REPORTS

City Administrator Kessel - Administrator Kessel announced that there is one games of chance application to approve this evening. 
Councilmember Badgley offered the following and moved its adoption:

Games of Chance  

Head of the Red Trap Club

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, Motion Passed 7-0. Voting nay: None.

Councilmember Schmidt announced that there is an amusement devise license to approve this evening for Arena Gaming Center.  They have 11 gaming devices. 

Motion by Schmidt, seconded by Badgley to approve the gaming license for Area Gaming Center.  Motion carried 7-0. 

Election material is now available at City Hall.  The following are open positions: Mayor, 1st Ward, 3rd Ward, two At-Large and three Park Board positions.  Elections will be held on June 13th, 2006.  If residents are interested in running for open positions they need to either file a petition or can pay a filing fee.  All documents must be submitted to the City Coordinator by April 17th, 2006 by 4:00 pm.  There are a few new documents interested parties must fill out to comply with North Dakota Century Code.  If participants have any questions they can contact Coordinator Kessel.  

After hearing from council members regarding the council retreat dates, Coordinator Kessel would like to suggest holding it on March 8th from 8:30 am to 5pm at the Hughes Shelter.  If there are individuals that cannot make it please contact Coordinator Assistant Burchill. 

A request to demolish buildings on the Circle of Nations Campus has been received.  Coordinator Kessel would like that request referred to the Public Works Committee for further review.  

Mayor Schmitz agreed and referred it.  

Coordinator Kessel would like the Public Works/Public Safety Committee to review the Manufactured Home Installation Program.  The City has had numerous manufactured homes constructed and moved within the City limits and Coordinator Kessel feels that this program may benefit us.  

Mayor Schmitz agreed and referred that item to the Public Works Committee. 

Business After Hours will be held at the Blikre Activities Center on Friday March 24th from 5-7:30pm.  The Home and Garden show will be held Saturday March 25th from 9am to 4pm at the same location.  Those council members interested in attending please contact Coordinator Assistant Burchill and she will reserve a ticket.  

Coordinator Kessel wanted to share the compliance letter received from the North Dakota Department of Health regarding safe drinking water.  Leo Murr, Water Plant Superintendent and his staff have done a wonderful job keeping our city water safe and compliant with State laws.  Coordinator Kessel also mentioned that we received the title of “Best Drinking Water for 2004” at the State water convention.  

Lastly, Kessel announced that the Planning Commission met prior to this council meeting and are bringing forth the following recommendations:

1. Hold a public hearing to rezone Rosewood Phase II from its current zoning to R2

2. Replat for the West Side Development. 

With regard to the rezoning of the Rosewood Phase II, a public hearing would need to be held on March 6th prior to the Council meeting to approve this rezoning.  

Lies stated that the council must pass a motion this evening to hold a joint hearing with the Planning Commission on March 6th, 2006. 

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Beyer to approve a joint hearing with the Planning Commission on March 6th, 2006 prior to the Council meeting regarding the rezoning of Rosewood Phase II to R2.  Motion carried 7-0.

Kessel explained that the Public Works Director, Building Codes Official and himself reviewed the replat of the Westside development and created stipulations and conditions that must be met before it can be developed.  The Planning Commission and potential developer have reviewed those stipulations and the Planning Commission is recommending the approval of the replat contingent upon stipulations and recommendations be followed.  The Planning Commission vote to approve the stipulations and recommendations was unanimous with one member abstaining from the vote due to conflicts of interest. 

Council member Mitskog asked for Kessel to give an overview of the stipulations. 

Kessel said that the land they are discussing is 33.25 acres and located North of 16th Avenue and along the 210 bypass.  That land has recently been rezoned and the following are the stipulations presented to the Planning Commission and proposed developer.  As Kessel reviewed each stipulation he explained why it had been created and what it would mean for the potential developer and the City of Wahpeton. 
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[image: image3.png]RECOMMENDATIONS ON VARIANCES

Staff recommends that the following variances to Subdivision Ordinances be granted:

1.

Variance to Section 17-604.3 to allow a private street (18™ Street North and Commerce
Street), to provide access to Lots 1 through 5 in lieu of a public street, upon condition that
Stipulation of Approval No. 5 is satisfied.

Variance to Section 17-605 to waive the requirement that sidewalks be constructed on
19™ Street North, 18" Street North, Commerce Street, and 16™ Avenue North, upon
condition that a location for a future shared use path be identified on the north side of 16"
Ave. N and be shown as future construction by others on the plans for 16 Ave. N.
improvements.

The Parks Department’s Trail System Master Plan currently shows a future shared use
path (for pedestrian and bicycle traffic) on 16™ Ave. N from 11™ St. to the railroad track
located west of 19" St. N. Currently no path exists on that segment of street.

Variance to Section 17-802 to allow partial grading within the development area to allow
Lot 1 to remain at its existing contours.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

1.

The vertical alignment of 19™ St. N, will need to be established north of the project as
part of City’s street project, and the grading plan on west and north sides of development
will need to be coordinated the street project.

As part of the City’s project for signalization of the Hwy 210B/16" Ave intersection,
improvements to the drainage at the intersection are being investigated. If feasible to
carry the drainage currently being conveyed in the west ditch of 210B directly across 16"
Ave into City Drain No.1 (and eliminate the existing storm water pumping station in the
NE quadrant of the intersection in the process), it will be possible and beneficial to
reconfigure the drainage system on the north side of 16™ Ave west of the Hwy 210B
intersection to drain the back portions of the outlots as proposed on the preliminary plans
dated 2-9-06.

On the pre-application submittal the level of illuminance on Commerce St. on the outside
of the curve in the vicinity of Lots 4 and 5 was low and contrasted noticeably with other
segments of the roadway. Additional street lighting on this segment appears to be
warranted given its location on the outside of a relatively short-radius curve.

The City’s consultant (Interstate Engineering, Inc.) will provide final design of the
alignment and invert elevations of the gravity sewer and forcemain and details for the
forcemain connection to the terminal manhole on Commerce Street (the forcemain will
cross 16™ Ave from the south). Interstate’s final design for the sanitary sewer will need to
be incorporated into Olsson’s final construction plans.

An additional 17 ft of ROW on the north side of 16™ Avenue North will be dedicated for
a total of 50 ft. from section line centerline, and a 10 ft utility and drainage easement will
be dedicated adjacent to the additional ROW.




Council member Beyer asked Kessel if Roger Jensen was present at the meeting when the future use of the pedestrian sidewalks was reviewed to which Coordinator Kessel says yes. 

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Schmidt to approve the preliminary plat for the Westside Development with the stipulations and recommendations presented today.  Motion carried 7-0. 

Economic Development Director Priebe – Director Priebe is requesting that the Finance Committee review the Essential Function Bond Housing program.  

Mayor Schmitz agreed and referred that item. 

Director Priebe would like to announce that the Community Economic Development and Planning Summit (CEDS) would be held on February 22nd from 11:30 to 1:00pm at Hughes Shelter.  All are welcome to attend. 

The 3rd and final Small Business Association webinar “How to Start Your Own Business” will be held at City Hall on Wednesday February 8th from 4-6pm.  Priebe reported that they have had numerous individuals attend the last two meetings and anyone interested in starting a business is invited to attend. 

Director Priebe announced that tickets for DREAM$ Auction tickets are now on sale.  There will be an early bird drawing on February 14th and the winner will receive $125 of gas. 

Finance Director Huwe – Director Huwe is requesting the Finance and Personnel Committee review the Fiscal Year End Report.  According to North Dakota Century Code this report must be published by March 1st, 2006.

Mayor Schmitz agreed and referred that to the Finance Committee. 

Director Huwe presented the Capital Improvements Budget to the Finance Committee and Public Works Committee with unanimous recommendations from both committees.  Huwe would like to ask the Council to approve the year-end transfers this evening as they were presented.

Motion by Otterson, seconded by Hansey to approve the amendments to the 2005 budget.  Motion carried 7-0.

Police Chief Thorsteinson -  Chief Thorsteinson thanked the Council for approving the Capital Improvement Budget and therefore approving the purchase of a van for his investigator.  Chief Thorsteinson has received various quotes for used vans and would like the council to approve the purchase of a used van from the low bidder.  Being that he is purchasing a used vehicle the van that they have selected may not be there tomorrow, therefore he is also asking permission to purchase his second choice if his first is sold. 

Motion by Otterson, seconded by Schmidt to approve the purchase of a van for the Investigator. If the first choice has been sold, the council grants Chief Thorsteinson permission to purchase the second option.  Motion carried 7-0.

Public Works Director Nelson – Director Nelson would like permission from the council to create a steering committee to focus on the Dakota Avenue Reconstruction project.  He is suggesting that the Public Works Chairperson, Finance Chairperson, Economic Development Director, City Coordinator, Finance Director and himself sit on the steering committee along with anyone else that the council sees fit. 

Mitskog asked if this committee would begin planning immediately and if this committee would work with the consultant that the City plans to hire for the Downtown Redevelopment project.  

Nelson said that they would begin meeting very shortly and that he does envision this committee working with the consultant. 

Beyer would like to suggest adding Planning Commission members and asked if they could be added at a later date.  

Nelson stated that there is opportunity for others to be involved.  He would like for this committee to serve as the Cities representation. 

Kessel stated that in order to vote on this committee the council would need to suspend the rules. 

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Mitskog to suspend the rules.  Motion carried 7-0.

Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Loberg to approve the creation of a steering committee for the Downtown renovation project. Motion carried 7-0.

The last item is just notice of a meeting that will be held by Garrison Diversion regarding the Red River Valley Water Supply.  This update will be held on February 14th at 5pm in Wahpeton and will discuss the local impact the water supply will have on our City.  An addition a meeting will be held on February 15th at 7pm in Fargo to discuss the impact as a whole to the Red River Valley Area. 

REPORTS FROM THE CITY COUNCIL COMMITTEES

Finance Committee – Beyer stated that the Finance Committee reviewed the possible extension of the Extra Territorial Zoning (ETZ) from one mile to two miles as well as the request from Minn-Dak to be excluded from the ETZ extension.  Attorney Lies is currently reviewing the request from Minn-Dak and the Finance Committee will keep this item on their agenda.  

The Finance Committee reviewed a request to refund the 2006 liquor license fee from the owners of Trophy’s bar.  They paid their fee for the 2006-year but closed their business January 4th, 2006.  After review, the Finance Committee is unanimously recommending transferring the liquor license fee to pay down the amount due on their revolving loan fund.  

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Mitskog to approve transferring the liquor license fee paid by the owners of Trophy’s Bar for the 2006 year and apply it to the revolving loan fund to pay down the outstanding amount due by the owners of Trophy’s Bar.  Motion carried 7-0. 

Public Works/Safety Committee – Council Chair Schmidt stated that the Public Works/Safety Committee reviewed the request by Virgil Afson to extend his current lease and unanimously recommend the extension of the current lease agreement through April 15th, 2006 with no further extensions.  

Motion by Schmidt, seconded by Otterson to extend the current lease agreement with Virgil Afson through April 15th, 2006 with no further extensions.  Motion carried 7-0.

The committee also reviewed the ordinance that governs the sales of fireworks within the City limits and is unanimously recommending the amendment of the current fireworks ordinance and increase the number of permits by one, for a total of seven. 

Schmidt offered first reading of Ordinance 873.  

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 6-308.1 LIMITATION ON NUMBER OF LICENCES (FIREWORKS). 

After reviewing the request by Waste Management to add a .50 fuel surcharge to the waste haulers agreement the Public Works/Safety Committee is unanimously recommending that the charge be added to all Waste Management customers.  

Coordinator Kessel asked when it should take effect. 

Lies clarified that the surcharge is up to .50 that the City would pay to Waste Management in addition to the waste haulers agreement.  

Otterson stated that the City of Wahpeton would place a .50 fee on all utility bills and the City would in turn pay the additional fuel surcharge to Waste Management based on a sliding scale.  There may be times that the City has to pay .35 per customer and there may be times that we will have to pay .80 per customer.  The group decided upon a flat .50 to customers so that it would not fluctuate from month to month.  

The council agreed upon placing the fee on the next utility bill if it is possible.  

Motion by Schmidt, seconded by Otterson to approve placing a .50 fuel surcharge fee onto all Waste Management customer utility bills.  The fee should be added to the next utility bill or as soon as possible.  Motion carried 7-0.

Councilmember Loberg offered the following Ordinance and moved its adoption:

ORDINANCE NO. 874

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING STREET LIGHT RATES

The Ordinance was then read in full for the second time.  Following second reading, the motion for the adoption of the foregoing Ordinance was duly seconded by Councilmember Mitskog, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Mitskog, Otterson, Schmidt and Badgley; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Ordinance was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by Mayor Schmitz, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Public Works Director Nelson updated the group on the recent Flood Committee meeting.  Breckenridge has received some funding but just enough to pay for additional design and continue working on phase one.  The City of Wahpeton is not anticipating any flood work in 2006 but looking at moving forward in 2007.  

The group also discussed the rental homes that the City owns along the flood diversion project. The group agreed to continue renting those homes at the same rental rates that they are now.  They will revisit the rental homes again once the project moves forward.
