ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE
Priebe presented the following recommendation from the EDC Committee.
Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Bajumpaa to grant $5,000 from the Sales Tax Fund for Economic Development to the RRVC and grant up to $2,500 more in matching funds as other subscribers are added to the program; and, to encourage the City of Breckenridge Port Authority match the Wahpeton base contribution.  Motion Carried 6-0.
Priebe presented the following recommendation from EDC regarding funding the Comprehensive Plan.

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Mitskog to approve the set aside of $40,000 from the Sales Tax Fund for Economic Development for the purpose of paying for a Comprehensive Plan Update.  Motion Carried 6-0.
WCCO Belting Pace Interest Buydown

Priebe reported that EDC reviewed a request from WCCO Belting for an equipment upgrade for their boiler system.   

Absolute Marketing- Priebe reported that Absolute Marketing will be in Wahpeton all day on Tuesday conducting a video shoot.

SCRUBS Camp- Priebe reminded everyone of the SCRUBS Camp on May 27th at NDSCS.

LIBRARIAN MACIVER
Elevator Repair-MacIver requested the use of fund equity to repair the motor in the elevator at the Library.  MacIver has a quote from ThyssenKrupp Elevator in the amount of $7450.  Motion by Schmidt, seconded by Mitskog to approve the repair in the amount of $7450.  Motion Carried 6-0.
CHIEF THORSTEINSON
ND EDC Track Meet-Chief Thorsteinson received a request from Mike McCall to close 14th Avenue North for the ND EDC Track meet on Saturday, May 22nd. Motion by Wateland, seconded by Mitskog to allow Chief Thorsteinson to decide the proper street closure during the event.  Motion Carried.
Safe Communities Coalition- Chief Thorsteinson stated he was asked if the City could act as the fiscal agent for the Safe Communities Coalition.  Chief asked that this item be referred to the Finance Committee.  Mayor Sturdevant will refer this item to the Finance/Economic Development Committee.
K-9- Thorsteinson reported Wahpeton K-9 Officer Dustin Hill and his K-9 partner, Stryker, competed in Police K-9 trials at Midwest Canine Alternatives in Camp Ripley, Minnesota on May 10-12.  Officer Hill and K-9 Stryker competed in four events including narcotics detection inside and outside vehicles, K-9 evidence search and tracking. Hill and Stryker took second place in evidence search and third in tracking. This is the first competition they attended as a team.  
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON
Sidewalk Construction-Nelson requested referral to the Public Works Public Safety Committee for construction of a sidewalk from Loy Avenue to 13th Avenue.  Mayor will refer this item to PWPS Committee.
Vector Control-Nelson reported that mosquito control began on Saturday with larvaciding in ditches, etc.
Street Closure- Nelson reported that 6th Street South will be closed to traffic from 7:00am to approximately 4:00pm between 9th Avenue and 11th Avenue for construction of sanitary sewer relocation.  Traffic on 6th Street South will be detoured east to 5th Street on 9th Avenue and 11th Avenue.

Clean-Up Week- Nelson reported that City Cleanup Week is this week for curbside pickup of household items.
