Mayor Sturdevant called the meeting to order.  5:04 Pm
Motion by Bertsch, seconded by Wateland to approve the July 6, 2009 Council Minutes.  Motion carried 8-0. 
PUBLIC HEARING
Request Permission for Street Dance: (N alley of 300 Block of Dakota Ave on July 25th):  Kirk Peterson said the 3rd Annual Tour of Duty bike run in honor of David Keehl is scheduled for July 25th, 2009.  The proceeds will go to Aubrey Boeson, who is on the list for a liver transplant.  He said the dance will run from 8:30pm-12:30am.  He needs approval for the street dance because it will be held on a city parking lot.  Sturdevant asked if the Police Chief had any issues with this event being held, and Thorsteinson said there have been no issues in the past and doesn’t see any problems for this year. 
Motion by Wateland, seconded by Schmidt to approve the street dance to be held at the north alley of the 300 Block of Dakota Ave on July 25, 2009.  Motion carried 8-0.

Motion by Schmidt, seconded by Bohn to designate the depositories as listed in the memorandum.   Motion carried 8-0.
Motion by Hansey, seconded by Mitskog to approve the pledge of assets in the amount of $10,844,882.98.  Motion carried 8-0.
Otter Tail Power Franchise Agreement – request referral to PW Cmt.  Huwe said that the City entered into the contract with Ottertail Power Company in the fall of 1989, and the 20 year contract is up for renewal. Huwe asked to refer this issue to the PW/PS Committee for further review. Sturdevant referred this issue to PW/PS.
Joint Powers Agreement with Richland County for surplus vehicle: Huwe said the Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) would allow the city and Richland County Emergency Management to enter into transactions without going into the formal bidding process.
Lambrecht said that the surplus vehicle that the City was going to put on the auction could be used by the County, and they would like to purchase that vehicle.  He said that if there are other pieces of equipment that either the city or county wanted to buy from one another the Joint Powers Agreement would allow them to do this without public conflict.  Lies said that the intent of the JPA is for when the city or county have surplus equipment they let the other entity know about it before putting it up for auction.  Lies said that the governing body would have to agree and approve on all of the terms of the sale before the sale takes place. 

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Bertsch to approve the Joint Powers Agreement with Richland County Emergency Management.
Lies said there is no dollar figure tied to the agreement, but both parties have to agree on the price and sale of any piece of equipment.
Motion carried 8-0.

Lambrecht said there may be a bill issued to the City of Wahpeton for the National Guard’s help during the flood fight.  He said the City could receive a bill in the amount of 3% of the total cost incurred locally for the flood fight.  He said that the National Guard has never issued bills for help in the flood fight before, but since there was so much help expended there will be a bill for their services.
Lambrecht went over the Local Emergency Management Plan document.  He said that he has given a copy of this document to each city in the county and has asked them to adopt it.  
ASSESSOR BROADLAND – No Formal Report
ATTORNEY LIES – 

Resolution Establishing Appointive Officers:  
Lies went over the resolution pertaining to Establishing Appointive Officer and said that the reason for the change is due to the change of job descriptions which eliminated the City Coordinator and added Finance Director/Auditor.  He said that the other changes to the Resolution have to do with the elimination of the Fire Chief and Airport Manager, who are not tied directly to the Council.  Lies said to hold off on making any motion until after the job descriptions have been approved.
Second Reading of Ordinance 920 Amending 15-201(3) Control and Prevention of the Spread of Diseases and Provisions for the Protection of Trees, Shrubs and Foliage:  Lies said this ordinance addresses the green ash borer and any trees that are affected by this borer.  Lies said the Parks and Recreation department and the Tree Committee have both endorsed this ordinance as well.
Councilmember Bajumpaa offered second reading of the following Ordinance and moved for adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Ordinance was duly seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Bajumpaa, Bohn, Bertsch, Hansey, Wateland, Mitskog, DeVries, Schmidt;                  and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Ordinance was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE –  
Priebe said that the EDC approved an interest buy down not to exceed $45,000 on a piece of equipment at WCCO Belting; provided all paperwork is signed to payback the buy down at the end of the term of the loan.  She said the funding source is the Jobs Development Authority levy.  She said that the EDC acted as the JDA and as the final authority on funding the project.
She said the fourth Walk About Wahpeton will take place on Thursday July 23rd at 9:00am.  She said she plans on holding at least two more meetings to meet with business owners that will be affected by the Dakota Avenue reconstruction.
She said there is a Governor’s Task Force Meeting at the WCC on Wednesday June 22nd.

Priebe said the Police Auction will be held this week and there are a few antique items rescued from the property at 403 6th St N that will be auctioned off.

LIBRARIAN MACIVER – 
Review of Library Staff Job Descriptions: (request referral to Finance Committee):  MacIver requested referral of three Library Staff Job Descriptions to the Finance Committee.  Sturdevant referred this issue to the Finance Committee.
MacIver said she just got news that she will be receiving a grant from the Gates Foundation in the amount of $5850 to replace some computers and adding some new computers.   She said it is a 3 for 1 matching grant and the Friends of the Library will be making that match.
POLICE CHIEF THORSTEINSON –  
Special Enforcement Activities: Thorsteinson said that on August 21st through September 7th the WPD will be participating in an Over the Limit and Under Arrest nationwide driving under the influence enforcement program.  He said there is a grant awarded from the Department of Transportation traffic safety division to provide extra patrol officers on the streets to inhibit drunk driving.  Thorsteinson said the goal of participating in this is to deter the number of alcohol impaired drivers from getting behind the wheel.   He said he will be giving an updated report at the end of this grant program.
Notice of Police Auction:  Thorsteinson said the Police Auction will be held on July 23rd at 5:00pm at the impound building.  He said there are about 23 vehicles, 100 bikes, and some surplus equipment to be auctioned off.  Bajumpaa asked if the public is able to preview, and Thorsteinson said he hopes to have it open that afternoon for viewing.
NDSCS Homecoming Parade Oct. 17th:  Thorsteinson requested permission to allow NDSCS to hold Homecoming Parade.
Motion by DeVries, seconded by Bohn to allow NDSCS to hold their annual homecoming parade on September 17th.  Motion Carried 8-0.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON – 

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Bertsch to suspend the rules. Roll call vote: voting aye: Bajumpaa, Bohn, Bertsch, Hansey, Wateland, Mitskog, DeVries, Schmidt; and the following voted against the same:  None.
