City of Wahpeton Minutes

MARCH 6, 2000

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 6TH of March, 2000 beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Charles B. Christensen, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Warren D. Meyer, Richard A. Hauck, Tim Schmidt. 

The following members were absent:  Councilmembers Dr. Delray Mathiason, James P. Sturdevant.

Officers present:   Public Works Director, Police Chief, Assessor, Loan Administrator, Attorney, Auditor.

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Hansey, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held February 22, 2000. Motion carried.

Eastern North Dakota’s “Census 2000” Official, Jackie Brodshaug, attended and reported on the procedures being employed this time around to ensure a complete and accurate count of Wahpeton’s population.  She noted over 4,000 census workers have been hired for eastern North Dakota and several training meetings had been held at City Hall for workers in the Wahpeton and Richland County area.  Ms. Brodshaug said mailings have started…all are to “resident.” She said the addresses are all checked off as forms are received and follow-up, personal contact is made as necessary.  She said Gretchen Ehlen of the Fargo office is in charge of the procedures for the count of “special places” such as North Dakota State School of Science, Circle of Nations School, nursing homes and the like.  

Councilmember Hauck asked about the steps if a residence doesn’t receive a form.  Mr. Brodshaug replied that notification should be made with the Fargo office.  The Auditor noted that Carla Broadland has been assigned as the local contact person and will forward all questions to the Census office.

Mayor Schmitz and Bruce Eckre inquired about the method of tabulating NDSCS college students.  Ms. Brodshaug said she believed the count is scheduled for March 27th and each dorm will be addressed.  Mr. Eckre said students are leaving for job training every day and there should be a provision that these students be counted in the Wahpeton totals.  He urged an earlier count if possible.

E.W. Oliver attended and requested rezoning of a parcel of Genevieve Best’s property located in the Extra Territorial Zoning Area beyond the City limits to the west.  He said the property is the second lot beyond the Dakota Veterinary Clinic and is described as:  That part of the Southwest Quarter of the Northeast Quarter (SW1/4NE1/4) and Southeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter (SE1/4NW1/4) of Section Seven (7) in Township One Hundred Thirty-two (132) North, Range Forty-seven (47), West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, described as follows:  Beginning at a point 2,598 feet West and 75 feet North of the Quarter Section Corner common to Sections Seven (7) and Eight (8) in said Township and Range; thence running West, along the North line of the Right-of-way of Highway No. 81, a distance of Three Hundred One and Two-tenths (301.2) feet; thence running North a distance of Three Hundred Eighty-six (386) feet; thence running East, parallel with the North line of the said Right-of-way of Highway No. 81, a distance of Three Hundred One and Two-tenths (301.2) feet; thence running South a distance of Three Hundred Eighty-six (386) feet, to the point of beginning.

Mr. Oliver said he has an earnest money contract for sale of the property on which a home-business plans to locate.  He said the property must be rezoned from B-3 to ETZ-1 in order to allow for the proposed usage and asked that the steps for rezoning be taken care of by the end of the month.   The City Attorney noted that publication requirements for public hearings before the City Council and Planning Commission will take at least until the 3rd of April.  The Public Works Director wondered if the Planning Commission hearing notice could be published prior to the Board’s approval.  Attorney Lies said it could, and, at its next meeting the Commission would have to ratify the decision to publish or rescind permission.  Councilmember Hansey asked the petitioner why he was in such a rush.  Mr. Oliver said the earnest money deadline is April 1st.  The City Attorney noted Saturday (1st) & Sunday (2nd) wouldn’t count.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Schmidt, to approve a public hearing at 5:00 p.m. on April 3, 2000 for E.W. Oliver’s request to rezone the above-described in property in the ETZ area from B-3 to ETZ-1.  Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

The City Auditor distributed and discussed a report of Meide delinquent property taxes in Tax Increment Financing Districts.  The report showed a total of $134,721.01 owing as of March 1, 2000…broken down as follows:  $21,644.01 delinquent for 1997, $19,961.25 for 1998, and 1999’s $93,115.75 which became delinquent on March 1st.  The Auditor reminded the Council that T.I.F. Bond payments rely on property tax collections on the increased valuation within the TIF Districts, and, if sufficient money is not on hand, State Law requires a general levy on all City property.  The City Attorney reported on personal guarantee judgements already obtained (for 1997 & 1998 delinquencies).  He said this week’s $30,000 sale of property for Dean’s Landscaping relocation will be applied to the 1997 & 1998 delinquent taxes.  He said there would have to be a new judgement for 1999’s delinquencies.  The Finance Committee agreed to review the delinquency/personal guarantee status during its next meeting.

Upon request of the Auditor, Mayor Schmitz instructed the Personnel & Public Safety Committee to review a possible Cabaret License violation.

Auditor Anderson distributed a packet of information dealing with the City Election on June 13th.  He said the items are for candidates and include qualifications, ward boundaries, petition signature forms, and a statement of candidacy option.  He said the latter will be addressed as an Ordinance amendment later in the meeting.  The Auditor reported United Church of Christ has agreed to serve as the polling place for the 4th Ward…and all Poll locations will be approved by motion at the next Council meeting.  He said he had today received the Joint Powers renewal contract from Richland County and will add it to items for Committee review.

The City Auditor reported on items which were received after the agenda’s deadline.  A letter had been received from the Bois de Sioux Golf Course asking Scott Wamre be approved as Manager of the Club Liquor License for the Golf Course Grill Room.  Three Rivers Transport had submitted a letter expressing interest in purchasing two lots in Schuett Addition and this will be reviewed by the Finance Committee.  The North Dakota Department of Transportation sent a letter permitting the City to award the construction contract for 4th Street North reconstruction project 2-1-00.  

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Loberg, to suspend the rules and allow action on motions concerning License Manager substitution and award of the 4th Street North construction contract, matters which do not appear on the agenda. Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

Police Chief Lotzer reported he has investigated the request to substitute Scott Wamre as Manager on the Bois de Sioux Club License No. 2013.  He said everything checks out and he recommends Mr. Wamre’s approval.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Schmidt, to approve Scott Wamre as Manager of Club Liquor License No. 2013. Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

The Public Works Director reported on the correspondence from the NDDOT regarding 4th Street North Reconstruction Project 2-1-00 scheduled for completion in 2000.  Mr. Lein said NDDOT had estimated the cost at $2,817,313.80, had received four bids on February 25th, and now recommend award of a contract with Riley Brothers Construction for its low bid. Councilmember Christensen offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION NO. 3022

RESOLUTION AWARDING CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION

OF THE IMPROVEMENT IN STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT 2-1-00

(Fourth Street North)

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Hansey, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Public Works Director Lein noted a feasibility study had been mailed with agendas concerning a proposal to change public utilities billing forms from post card to letter size.  He said the current bills are hard to read, some get lost in the mail, and there is no room to include desired information.  By purchasing a folding & inserting machine, Mr. Lein said, the City could change to a letter-sized bill and also use the equipment for other bulk mailings from time to time…such as special assessment listings rather than paying for legal publications.  He said the study report shows there will be a one-time cost through the Water Operating Fund of $10,995 for the folding/inserting machine and an annual paper supply cost of $1,775. During discussion it was estimated there would also be an increased annual postage cost of about $1,200.  Mayor Schmitz instructed the Public Works Committee to review the request.

The City Assessor reported required information has been received concerning Globe Gazette’s abatement of taxes request and the information will be available for the Finance Committee’s examination at its next meeting.

The Loan Administrator reported the Economic Development Department’s Administrative Assistant, Jennifer Ellis, has accepted employment in Rochester, Minnesota, has tendered her resignation, and Jennifer’s last day with the City will be on April 7th.   Ms. Priebe said she will begin the steps to fill the position.

Mayor Schmitz reported testimony is currently underway in Washington regarding armed forces appropriations.  He said City Officials have been in touch with North Dakota’s Congressional delegation concerning the proper method to encourage support for funding of the new National Guard/Marine Reserve facility along North 4th Street.  The Mayor said Senator Dorgan has agreed to carry the ball and a letter has been mailed to the Senator (with copies to Senator Conrad & Congressman Pomeroy) pledging Wahpeton’s full support of Federal legislation containing funding for construction of an Armed Forces Reserve Center on the property reserved for a new National Guard Armory.

The Mayor and Councilmember Loberg reported on a request from the Fire Chief for a review of equipment funding requirements and financial resources through 2005.  They said there was a preliminary meeting last week and the figures received will now be turned over to the Finance Committee for further review. 

Mayor Schmitz appointed April Jose to the position of Police Officer and John Boelke to the position of  C.O.P.S. Program Police Officer.  By Ordinance, the Mayor stated, his appointments are subject to Council confirmation.

Motion by Hauck, seconded by Hansey, to confirm the Mayor’s appointments of Police Officers Jose and Boelke. Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Hauck reported for the Personnel & Public Safety Committee.  He said the Committee has been reviewing Water Plant duties and recommends approval of a newly-created “Water Plant Operator I” Job Description.  Secondly, Mr. Hauck said, the Committee recommends approval to allow the Police Department to employ an Administrative Clerk I on a ¾ time, ½ benefits basis.  The Committee Chairman said a third recommendation is to adopt the Roth IRA Program as one of the choices for employee retirement investment.   Lastly, Mr. Hauck reported, the Committee has reviewed the City’s long-standing policy of requiring days of operation suspension concerning Liquor License violations. He said the Committee recommends a policy be adopted to allow the Committee the leeway of imposing an administration fee penalty to be applied in lieu of requiring actual days of suspension.

Motion by Hauck, seconded by Meyer, to approve the Personnel & Public Safety Committee’s recommendation to adopt the newly-created job description of Water Plant Operator I. Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye: Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

Motion by Hauck, seconded by Loberg, to approve the Personnel & Public Safety Committee’s recommendation to authorize the Police Department to employee a ¾ time, ½ benefits, Administrative Clerk I. Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

The Police Chief said it’s sometimes difficult to acquire qualified applicants for less than full-time positions from persons residing only within the Council-designated residency area.  He wondered if the Personnel & Public Safety Committee would lessen its residency requirements for certain types of employees.  Chairman Hauck said the matter will be placed on the Committee’s agenda.

Motion by Hauck, seconded by Meyer, to approve Roth IRA as a retirement plan option. Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

A discussion then ensued regarding the proposal for the City Council to adopt a new policy regarding penalties for liquor license violations. The City Attorney reviewed his conversation with State licensing officials.  He explained that each of Wahpeton’s liquor license holders is also the holder of a license issued separately by the State of North Dakota.  He said the State doesn’t get involved with liquor license violation penalty enforcement unless complaints are received that local penalties are too lenient.  Following receipt of a complaint, Attorney Lies said, the State reviews the local penalty imposed and maintains the ability to initiate its own penalty if the State determines the local punishment didn’t adequately address the violation.  

City Attorney Lies said the Council’s current policy only allows penalty by ordering closure days and the Committee is asking City Council approval to treat all violations on a case-by-case basis with the option of allowing the violator to submit an administration fee in lieu of closure days.  

Councilmember Hansey asked for more information regarding the violation under consideration.  The City Attorney said the current case before the Committee is a second offence after a penalty of 1 day closure and 3 additional “stayed” days for a first offence.  He said the Committee has decided to increase the days of license suspension to 10 but feels requiring the business to again close its doors is not a desirable solution for the offence.  The City Attorney said if the new policy were adopted the “stayed” days would be retained for a one-year period but it allow the license holder to “stay” additional closure days through payment of an administration fee option.

Motion by Hauck, seconded by Loberg, for the City Council to adopt the following policy regarding penalties for liquor license violations:  On a case-by-case basis, in addition to the policy of imposing day(s) of suspension and “stayed” days of suspension, the Personnel & Public Safety Committee may instead impose an administration fee in lieu of ordered days of closure.  Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye: Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Hauck, to approve the recommendation of the Personnel & Public Safety Committee to increase the days of license suspension for Chuck’s Off Sale to 10, but that all days may be “stayed” upon payment of a $150 administration fee.  Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Meyer reported for the Finance & Economic Development Committee.  In order to encourage more citizens to run for City Offices, he said, the Committee recommends an Ordinance be adopted allowing candidates the option of filing a “Statement of Candidacy” with a fee of $50 instead of circulating nominating petitions.  Mr. Meyer said the Committee also agreed that $8,000 to $10,000 is a reasonable estimate of the cost for publishing Council Minutes as a legal notice.  He said the Committee also reviewed the State Law requiring creation of an Advisory Study Committee and decided to do a little more research.  The Committee Chairman reported two City-wide special assessment projects have expired and the Committee is asking that the City Council renew them both.  They are:  $367,800 5-year Street Lights Energy & Maintenance Project 4-1-00 and $50,000 3-year Special Street Maintenance Project 2-2-00.  Lastly, Mr. Meyer reported, the Committee reviewed the extra in-town travel required by the City Auditor due to the move of City Hall and voted to recommend a $100-per-month vehicle expense allowance.

Councilmember Meyer offered first reading of the following Ordinance:

Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Christensen, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Hauck, Schmidt; voting nay:  None.

The City Attorney presented documents for continuation of the $367,800 5-year Street Lights Energy & Maintenance Project 4-1-00.  He said a public hearing is required and will be held on April 17th at 5:00 p.m.

Councilmember Meyer reported there has been some concern expressed about cleaning up the language to reflect the intent of the area allowed for sale of liquor under (On-sale Club/Lodge Class C-5) License No. 2013 possessed by the Bois de Sioux Golf Course.  He said it is common for golf courses to operate a beverage cart and the license should have been prepared stating the “premises” includes all the course property within the City limits.   Mr. Meyer said the housekeeping may be accomplished by altering sections of the Club/Lodge License provisions to deal especially with on sale on golf club property.  He recommended a new classification be created for that purpose.
