City of Wahpeton Minutes

November 27, 2000

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a special meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 27th day of November, 2000, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Warren D. Meyer, Charles B. Christensen, Tim Schmidt, Glen H. Tollefson, James P. Sturdevant.

The following members were absent:  None. 

Officers present:  City Administrator, Public Works Director, Attorney, Assessor’s Assistant, Auditor.  

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

The special meeting had been scheduled to hold public hearings prior to confirming special assessments for eleven projects.

The City Auditor reported the Special Assessment Commission had caused legal publication of improvement district maps and complete listings of assessments for each of the projects with notice that the Commission would meet on November 6th to receive comments prior to certification.  Mr. Anderson said the Special Assessment Commission had received no protests at its meeting of November 6th and had forwarded “Certificates” to his office recommending approval of the lists.  The Auditor said the next step was publication of legal notice for hearings before the City Council…this meeting.

If all assessment lists are approved, the Auditor said, a notice will appear in tomorrow’s newspaper informing property owners that they may avoid any payment of special assessment interest providing full payment of assessed principal is received at City Hall by December 8th.  The Auditor said Assessor’s Assistant Jaci Fritz has completed the first draft of a statement form which will be mailed to each property owner listing special assessment information…including the amount of yearly interest which may be deducted when itemizing for income tax purposes.

Upon a question from Mayor Schmitz, the City Auditor reported no protests had been received for any of the assessments certified for the 11 special improvement projects.  The Mayor then asked if anyone in attendance wished to protest any of the assessments.  There were no protests.
