Wahpeton City Council Minutes
February 16, 2010

Present:  Mayor Sturdevant, Bertsch, Hansey, Wateland, Mitskog, DeVries, Schmidt, Bajumpaa, and Bohn.
Also Present: Huwe, Lies, Nelson, Thorsteinson, Broadland, MacIver, and Appell.  Also present:  Jeff Kleven & Twila Kautzman with BW Insurance and Robert Kramer and Josh Hardie representing One24.
Motion by Bertsch seconded by Hansey to approve the February 1, 2010 City Council Minutes.  Motion carried.

Jeff Kleven and Twila Kautzman of BW Insurance are present to discuss Flood Insurance.  Kleven explained that Flood Insurance covers $250,000 on building property and $100,000 on personal property (contents).  Commercial property coverage is $500,000 for the building and up to $500,000 for contents coverage.  Kleven reviewed the items that are covered such as the foundation, mitigation plywood, plastic and sand bags are eligible expenses to be reimbursed.  Kleven explained there is a 30 day waiting period unless there is financing involved then it would be immediate coverage.  Bohn asked about coverage for renters, Kleven stated that renters are also eligible to purchase a flood insurance policy although if it is a garden level apartment there is no coverage.  Kleven was asked if there is a deductible, the Flood Insurance is through FEMA and the deductibles are $1000 on building and contents.  Bajumpaa asked about coverage for a high risk area, Kleven stated there is a flood map and they type in an address into a FEMA map and it lets them know if the property is in the flood plain.  Kleven made reference to the website floodsmart.gov for further information.  Bohn asked if sewer backup is covered under Flood Insurance, Kleven stated that if flooding caused the backup then it would be covered, if flooding did not cause the backup then the homeowner would have sewer backup on the homeowner policy.

Housing Alternatives Overview- Huwe requested referral to the Finance Committee to review housing alternatives.  The Mayor referred this item to the Finance Committee.

2009 Financial Statement- Huwe stated the final unaudited 2009 financial statement is available and will be published in the official newspaper on February 21st. Huwe stated that it must be published in the local newspaper before March 1, 2010.  Motion by Bohn, seconded by Bajumpaa acknowledging receipt of the 2009 financial statement.  Motion carried.

2009 Wahpeton Visitor’s Committee Annual Report- Huwe distributed the 2009 Wahpeton Visitor’s Committee Annual Report and stated that any questions should be directed to Lynelle Amos, Committee Coordinator.

City Council Retreat - Huwe distributed the City Council Retreat Agenda scheduled for February 24th from noon to 5pm at Hughes Shelter.

Public Information Flood Forecast Meeting – Huwe reported a public informational meeting is being held on March 1st at the Wahpeton Community Center to discuss the flood forecast.

One24 Extension – Huwe requested referral to the Finance Committee of the One24 project status.  Mayor referred this item to the Finance Committee.

Robert Kramer and Josh Hardie are present and stated that One24 is making progress and currently have commitments for $75,000, they have a contractor in line waiting when they have $100,000 to start work.  Kramer reported that the plan is to start construction within the next couple of months.  The Mayor invited Kramer and Hardie to the Finance Committee meeting on February 22nd to further discuss the project.
CITY ATTORNEY LIES
Petition for Alley Vacation-St John’s Church – Lies stated that the City has received a petition from St John’s church for vacation of the alley that runs east and west on their property.  The Planning Commission has scheduled a joint public hearing with the City Council on April 5th.  Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Hansey to approve the joint hearing for the alley vacation at St Johns Church and School on April 5th.  Motion carried.
RZA Recommendation  - Hansey reported that the Renaissance Zone Authority met on February 1st with Jason and Carmen Filbert.  The Filbert’s are proposing opening a daycare center on property owned by them at 409 6th Street South.  Motion by Hansey, seconded by Mitskog to approve the application for rehabilitation of the property located at 409 6th Street South as a qualified Renaissance Zone Project for Jason Filbert and to receive a 100% property tax exemption on IMPROVMENTS ONLY for a period of five years.  Motion carried.  
Hansey asked to table the proposed boundary change to the RZA district until further notice.

PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON
Spring Flood Preparation Report -  Nelson reported that preparations are being made for spring flooding as the National Weather Service has predictions for spring flooding the same as 2009.  Nelson stated the City has engaged in various preparations:  Permanent levee system is in place for 80% of its length to 97’ level plus three feet, all temporary levees have been removed and replaced by permanent levees, and last year’s boil was in the temporary levee and caused by abandoned pipes connected directly to the river which has all been removed last year in the Stage 3A levee construction.  The remaining 20% of the levee on the Golf Course from Hughes Drive to 17th Avenue North is scheduled for 2011 construction:  a temporary clay levee 2-3 feet high would be installed to protect from 18 feet plus flood stage.  Levees provide protection to about a 500 year event, but with less than one foot freeboard:  2009 flood was 200-25- year event, total flow of 15,400 cfs exceeded ’97 flow of 13,200 cfs.  Nelson stated that arrangements are being made for a source of clay for the Golf Course levee and raising the permanent levees in an extreme event.  

Nelson reported the following on the interior system:  the southside storm sewer will reduce the extent and severity of street flooding, freeing resources that can be applied to other flood fighting problems.  Storm Pump Stations:  making preparations for annual activation of pumping stations, preparing to use PTO drive capability for back-up of electric motors and controls on pumps, reserved tractors for PTO operations, prepared to use generators in event of power loss, control technician and electricans on stand-by for troubles shooting, prepared to set up diesel-driven portable pump.  Portable pumping:  pump order to be placed this week to supplement City’s inventory.  Private Property (protection from interior/street flooding):  options for citizen requests for sandbags for protection from overland and street flooding, information will be provided in the following weeks.  Communications:  on-going meetings with flood fighting partners to refresh our communications systems and procedures, coordinate preparations, improve responses-partners include Richland County, Corps of Engineers, Railroad and contractors.  Conducting weekly Public Works staff meetings focused on flood preparations, and flood protection system operations.  Conducting periodic City Department Head meetings focused on preparedness-Police, Fire, Public Works, Administration.  Wahpeton City officials will participate in County-wide Multi-Agency Coordination Group meeting next week.  The National Weather Service and Corps of Engineers scheduled a public information meeting for 7pm, March 1st at the Wahpeton Community Center to provide the public with updates on the spring flood.  The Corps of Engineers will provide a briefing on releases from Lake Traverse-White Rock and Orwell Dam (releases starting from Traverse this week, about two weeks early).  

Wateland asked about the bump along Dakota Avenue by the bridge, Nelson explained that it is a trench settlement where an old sanitary sewer was removed and an inspection trench for the levee was constructed.  Nelson stated that it will be corrected with the beginning of construction season in April.  Bajumpaa asked how long it would take to place a temporary levee; Nelson stated it would take about a day as the material would need to be hauled.  Bertsch asked Nelson to address sandbags; Nelson stated empty bags will be available and the sand stock pile locations are being looked at as the County provides the sand.  Nelson stated in the past the City yard was utilized for sand, but it interferes with City operations, the City will provide the location once it has been determined.
