Those Senior Citizens, 65 years of age or older, or Disabled Persons qualifying for and receiving a Tax Credit through the State of North Dakota Tax Commissions program, may request the City set up a payment plan for the cost of repair or replacement of their water and sewer service lines.  The City will pay the contractor for the repair and provide an interest free annual payment plan to the homeowner over a 5-year period.  Should the property be sold during the payment period, the remaining balance will become due and payable.

If any part of any payment is not submitted, the balance will be placed on the property as a special assessment according to Section 19-502 of the City Ordinances.
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
