City of Wahpeton Minutes

NOVEMBER 19, 2001
Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 19th day of November, 2001, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Warren D. Meyer, Charles B. Christensen, Tim Schmidt, Glen H. Tollefson.

The following members was absent: Councilmember James P. Sturdevant.

Officers present: City Administrator, Police Chief, Economic Development Coordinator, Deputy Attorney Bullis, Auditor.  

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Hansey, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held November 5, 2001.  Motion carried.

The City Administrator reported a letter has been received from Police Sergeant Dan Nordick commending Officers Boelke and Appell for their work in possibly foiling a planned armed robbery.

Administrator Kessel and Auditor Anderson invited Bonnie Gregoire and Logan Oscarson to come out of the televising control room and be introduced the City Council and home viewers.  The Council recognized the fine work of the young folks through a round of applause.
Councilmember Schmidt offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Tollefson, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Councilmember Tollefson offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

The Auditor reported a letter had been received from Ambulance Services, Inc. proposing a 2-year extension of the Ambulance Services Contract at the same monthly fee.  He said the current contract expires 12/31/01 and it appears it would be in the best interest of the citizens of Wahpeton to continue the contract for an additional 2 years.  Councilmember Meyer stated he recalled that the owner of the Ambulance Service had requested a meeting with County and City officials to discuss ambulance service matters but a meeting had never been held.  The Auditor said he would remind the owner of the earlier request.
Motion by Hansey, seconded by Beyer, to extend, until 12/31/03,  the contract with Ambulance Services, Inc.  Motion carried 7-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None.

Auditor Anderson presented a proposed Resolution setting liquor and cabaret license fees for 2002.  He noted that the fees are based upon cost of living changes and represent a 3% increase over the current schedule.  The Auditor said the adjusted fees were approved as part of the adopted City Budget but he had inadvertently neglected to bring the proposed Resolution before the City Council until now.

Councilmember Meyer offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Hansey, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

The Economic Development Coordinator reported the Visitors Committee invited DoeRae Prante to attend its latest meeting as a preliminary step in recommending her appointment as a member.  Ms. Priebe said the Committee has lost some of its members (down to 6 now) and would like the Council to complete the appointment.
Motion by Beyer, seconded by Loberg, to confirm the Mayor’s appointment of DoeRae Prante as a member of the Visitors Committee to a term ending June 30, 2003.  Motion carried 7-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None.

Ms. Priebe then reported the Third Quarter report of the Wahpeton Visitors Committee has been distributed for Council review.  She pointed out that the cover page includes a photo of the kiosk located at the I-29 rest area north of Dakota Magic Casion.  Ms. Priebe said the kiosk’s computer contains City of Wahpeton information and motel reservations may be made right at the site.  She said a report on the number of “hits” will be offered at the end of the year.

Concluding her remarks, the Economic Development Coordinator reported the “NorthPark” sign is up along 11th Street North.  She said the Street Crew is to be complimented for their fine work in erecting the sign.

A letter had been received from Governor John Hoeven inviting City representatives to attend a “North Dakota Homeland Security Conference” at the Bismarck Civic Center between the hours of 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Friday, November 30, 2001.  Administrator Kessel encouraged attendance and asked interested persons to contact him for registration and transportation.

Councilmember Loberg reported items assigned to the Personnel & Economic Development Committee are still under review.

Councilmember Meyer reported the Finance & Economic Development Committee had been unable to meet and discuss its assigned items.

Councilmember Christensen reported the Public Works Committee had been unable to meet and discuss its assigned items.

Motion by Tollefson, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the following reports: 3RD QTR Visitors Committee; OCT Police Department.  Motion carried 7-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Meyer stated he had received a call from Howard Jenson who wishes to meet with Committee and discuss Franchise Fees.

Administrator Kessel said a letter has been received from the City of Breckenridge regarding flood prevention costs and the items should be reviewed by the Flood Committee.
