Mayor Sturdevant called the meeting to order.  5:03 Pm
Motion by Bajumpaa, seconded by DeVries to approve the June 1, 2009 Council Minutes.  Motion carried. 
PUBLIC HEARING
Cross Walk Safety- Alderman Mitskog: Mitskog noticed that more citizens are out utilizing the cross walks and paths during the nicer weather.  She said she would like to request Cross Walk Safety be referred to the Public Works and Safety Committee to make citizens aware of Cross Walk Safety Rules and Precautions.  Sturdevant referred this issue to PW/PS Committee.
Hackney Heavy Rescue Truck- Fire Chief Rubish reported that the Fire Department received their new truck last Friday and it was at Council for the Mayor, Council, Media and public to view. 
REPORTS
FINANCE DIRECTOR HUWE – Huwe said there were no site authorizations or games of chance permits presented for approval.
Fireworks Display Permit- Huwe said we only issue one Fireworks Display Permit per year and it’s usually applied for by Cory Unruh who puts the display on at the Chahinkapa Park.  She asked for approval of the Public Display of Fireworks application.
Motion by Bohn, seconded by Mitskog to approve the Public Display of Fireworks application for Cory Unruh. Motion carried 8-0.

Lies noted that the County appointed members would not need to be approved by the Council.
Motion carried 8-0. 

FEMA Kick-Off Meeting- Huwe noted the FEMA was here to inform Cities on how to navigate the forms and the process for reimbursement for the Spring flooding events.
Fire Department Heavy Rescue Truck Capital Lease Approval Resolution- Huwe said we are funding part of the Fire Truck with a Capital Lease.  She said we need to offer a Resolution to approve the Capital Lease through American Federal Bank for the Fire Department Heavy Rescue Truck.
Councilmember Hansey offered the following and moved its adoption:

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR PRIEBE –  
Huwe noted that Priebe is out of town at a conference so she will be making her report.

Economic Development Report-

Huwe said that financial award for the NSP funds needs to be approved and signed by the Mayor for the property at 211 5th Ave N.  She said the award is for $122,368, which will be used for demolition and reconstruction.  Huwe requested a motion to approve participation in this project and to acknowledge the receipt of the NSP funds.  
Motion by Bertsch, seconded by Mitskog to approve participation in the NSP project at 211 5th Ave N and to acknowledge the receipt of the NSP funds in the amount of $122,368.
Mitskog asked about the rest of the NSP grant funds and if Priebe has heard anything further regarding the funds.  Huwe said that Priebe will be in Bismarck and will appeal this issue in person to try to get more information on these projects. 
Motion carried 8-0.
Huwe said the Economic Development office received a couple of phone calls regarding the Rosenberg home purchased by the City.  

She said Henry Behle from Hankinson purchased the former Mug Shots building and may be interested in applying for a Renaissance Zone project.

She said that Town and Country Computer is purchasing the Benda Block building and will be located west of the Opera House.
Walk About Scheduled for Thursday, June 18th- Huwe said there will be another Walk About to take place and said the first Walk About was a positive experience.  She invited all Council Members to join the Walk About on Thursday June 18, 2009 beginning at 9:00am and to meet in the Town Center Square parking lot.
Report on Economic Growth and Community Marketing (Council Goals)- Huwe said that as a Leadership Team we will try to give updates on were we are on the Council Goals for the year and to provide benchmarking progress.  Huwe reported that the fourth quarter state taxable sales report showed a 9.09% increase over last year for the same quarter.  She also said that the City’s taxable sales were up 15.40% for the entire year of 2008.  Huwe said that there was talk about Census numbers and how those numbers can affect economic development.
Huwe said that Priebe has been working with DeVries to coordinate our promotional efforts a little bit better than we have in the past.  Things this will include are print ads, direct response, advertising supplements, follow up materials, direct mail, telemarketing, special events, newsletters, and radio spots.  
EDC Recommendation to the Mayor for EDC Appointment- Mitskog said that the EDC Recommendation for the Mayor to appoint Roger Richels as an at-large member had already been approved with the Mayoral Appoinments.  
Recognition of EDC Commissioner Ed Uhlich- Mitskog wanted to recognize Ed Uhlich’s 15 years of service.  A plaque was prepared in honor of Uhlich’s service.  
EDC Recommendation to Approve $20,000 from Rec Set-Aside as matching grants for 11th Ave. S. Multi Use Path- Mitskog said there was a grant written by Wayne Beyer and a state grant of $77,000 has been awarded contingent on local match.  Funds are now needed to complete and commit to this project.  She said it is the EDC recommendation for the City Council to approve the Sales Tax Grant from Rec set aside in an amount not to exceed $20,000 for the proposed 11th Avenue Shared Use Path.
Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Schmidt to approve the Sales Tax Grant from Rec set aside in an amount not to exceed $20,000 for the proposed 11th Avenue Shared Use Path.
Bajumpaa asked what the local match was for the grant, and Huwe said that she believes that it was an up to $20,000 match.

LIBRARIAN MACIVER – No Formal Report
POLICE CHIEF THORSTEINSON –  
Request to Close Dakota Ave for Crazy Days July 22nd- Thorsteinson said that the Chamber of Commerce has requested to hold Crazy Days on July 22nd which entails closing Dakota Ave from 3rd St to 6th St.  He said they have scheduled a rain day which would be July 23rd.  
Motion by DeVries, seconded by Schmidt to Close Dakota Ave from 3rd St to 6th St for Crazy Days on July 22, 2009.  Motion carried 8-0.
Thorsteinson said that the Police Department plans on holding an impound auction Thursday June 23rd at 5:00pm at the Impound Building.  
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR NELSON – 
Bid Opening for Urban Roads Maintenance- Nelson said we received three bids for the Urban Roads Maintenance Project.  First bid Central Specialties Inc for $608786.31, second bid from Riley Brothers for $722,294.01, and third bid from Strata Corporation for $904,906.06.  The Public Works Committee has looked over the bids and has recommended that the bid be awarded to the low bidder Central Specialties Inc contingent upon ND DOT concurrence.

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Wateland to approve the bid to Central Specialties Inc. for the Urban Roads Maintenance Project No. ST09-145 in the amount of $608,786.31 contingent upon ND DOT concurrence.  Roll call vote: voting aye- Mitskog, Hansey, Wateland, Bertsch, Bohn, Bajumpaa, Schmidt, DeVries, voting nay-none.
Nelson noted that the Corp of Engineers has awarded the Stage 3A levee project which includes the Riverfront Park.  This contract has been awarded to Marion Construction and Trucking in the amount of $1,728,000.  He said construction is scheduled to start at the end of this month. 
Mitskog asked if there is any consideration to get some signing for the Urban Roads project so citizens know that this is a federally funded project.  She said citizens may wonder why some roads were picked for reconstruction over others.  Nelson said he will look into this issue and see if there is signing available.  
REPORTS FROM THE CITY COUNCIL COMMITTEES

Finance Committee –  
2010 Census Update- Bohn said Huwe updated the Committee on the discussion had with Max Wentz regarding an accurate count from the census.  Bohn said there will be a committee pulled together later in the year to help the census takers in their efforts.
Sales Tax Ordinance – Motion to recommend amendments to First Reading of Ordinance 919 regarding Century Code References and language regarding the ½ cent increase for infrastructure.
Motion by Bohn, seconded by Bajumpaa to approve the amendments to the First Reading of Ordinance 919. Motion carried 8-0.
Sales Tax – Motion to recommend a City wide special election be scheduled for August 18th pending approval by the State Tax Dept.
Motion by Bohn, seconded by Mitskog to schedule a city wide special election for August 18th pending approval by the State Tax Department. Motion Carried 8-0.
Westgate Commons Developers Agreement- Bohn said they reviewed the agreement, but have not spoken to the Developer regarding the changed language in the agreement.

Lies said that there could be a public hearing set for July 6th in preparation for the approval of the Westgate Commons Developers Agreement.  He said this would be tentative to Iverson’s agreement with the Developers Agreement.
Motion by Bohn, seconded by Bajumpaa to approve the Westgate Commons Developers Agreement as proposed and to set a Public Hearing for July 6th.  Motion carried 8-0.
Bohn said there was also Sales Tax discussion on whether or not to grandfather bids made in 2009 before the ½ cent sales tax would take effect if it passes.  She said this language needs to be clearly stated in the ordinance.
Public Works Committee –  
Proposed sidewalk on 14th Ave- Hansey said there were some landowners in this area protesting this sidewalk.  This issue was returned to the Sidewalk Ad Hoc Committee.

Curbside Garbage Pickup on One-Way Streets (Resident’s concern) - ongoing discussion. It was decided to have a town hall meeting in order to get information from Citizens.
Wind Turbine Ordinance Proposal – ongoing discussion
Professional Services Engineering Contract with Interstate Engineering for Urban Roads Maintenance ST09-145 – Motion to recommend to the City Council to approve.
Motion by Hansey, seconded by Wateland to approve the Professional Services Agreement with Interstate Engineering Inc. for construction engineering for the Urban Roads Maintenance Project No. ST09-145.  Motion carried 8-0.
Drainage Issues on 11th Street Shared Use Path – ongoing discussion
NDSCS Request for Storm Sewer Reconnection on 16th Ave. N. – ongoing discussion
Hansey said there were 18 applications for the Street Superintendent position and there will be interviews scheduled this week.
Flood Mitigation (ad-hoc)-

Report of June 4, 2009 Meeting- Sturdevant said he didn’t have his notes with him, so he will push the report back to the July 6th unless Nelson had some information to report.  Nelson went over the progress of the levee at the Airport, the Site Visit from the Corp Design team for Stage B, property acquisitions and noted there were no action items.  
Hansey gave an update on the Southside Drainage project.  He said that Nelson reported that the design survey is not complete, but the plans are at about 75%.  The plans and specs should be ready to advertise in about 8 weeks.  
Mitskog asked where the designated haul route is and when the hauling will start.  Sturdevant said the haul route hasn’t changed since proposed.  Nelson said they haven’t had a meeting with the contractor so the dates are unknown at this time.  He also said that they would need to meet with the contractor to see about safety issues on the haul route.
