January 16, 2001

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 16th day of January, 2001, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Warren D. Meyer, Charles B. Christensen, Tim Schmidt, Glen H. Tollefson, James P. Sturdevant.

The following members were absent:  None. 

Officers present:  City Administrator, Public Works Director, Police Chief, Attorney, Auditor.  

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held January 2, 2001. Motion carried.

Mayor Schmitz noted the attendance and introduced Boy Scout Marcus Vetter who was attending the meeting as part of his merit badge qualification.

The City Administrator presented a “Petition for Annexation” for part of Oliver’s First Addition west of North Dakota by-pass highway 210.  He stated the document is signed by more than three-fourths of the owners as required.  He then displayed a map of the area described in the petition.  Mr. Kessel said a public hearing is required before the annexation is finalized and asked the Council to amend the meeting’s agenda in order to set a hearing.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Christensen, to suspend the rules and allow action on a motion to set an annexation public hearing; a matter which does not appear on the agenda.  Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:   Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Meyer, to schedule a public hearing at 5:00 p.m. on February 5, 2001, regarding annexation of a portion of Oliver First Addition. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:   Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Sturdevant offered first reading of the following Ordinance:

Administrator Kessel reported he and the Public Works Director had received a request from James Azure asking for a change in the Senior Engineering Technician job description.  As requested by the City Administrator, Mayor Schmitz turned the matter over to the Personnel & Public Safety Committee for consideration and recommendation.

The City Administrator displayed a letter of commendation from the Director of the Census complimenting the City of Wahpeton’s personnel on their cooperation during the 2000 Census count.

Mr. Kessel reported the City Staff has gone over proposed revisions to the City’s Disaster Response Plan which should now be reviewed by the City Council prior to adoption.  Mayor Schmitz instructed the Personnel & Public Safety Committee to cause a review of the revised Plan.

The City Auditor commented on reports mailed to the members regarding the General Fund’s increased income and reduced expenditures for the year 2000.  He explained that the 2000 budget should be retroactively amended to reflect the changes.  He reported he had reviewed most of the items with members of the Finance Committee.  Auditor Anderson said a lot of the extra income concerns one-time, unexpected income through the State of North Dakota, extra interest income from the Armory CD, additional improvement project administration, a change in the fine schedule, and a change in Cable TV’s bookkeeping procedure.  He said a good share of the reduction in expenditures concerned staff reductions, fewer fire calls, plus less direct costs and equipment maintenance needs because of the mild winter.  The Auditor recommended additional transfers to other funds with the majority to the Capital  Improvements Fund which is always looking for additional income.

Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Loberg reported the Planning Commission met earlier in the day and received a request to rezone property in the Armed Forces Reserve Center area from I-1 to B-2.  The Council reviewed a map of the land between 4th & 9th Streets involved in the rezoning request.  He said the zoning will also allow additionally-planned office development along 4th Street.  Mr. Loberg stated the Planning Commission will hold its public hearing at 4:00 p.m. on February 5th.  If there are no objections, Mr. Loberg said, the rezoning could be effected by the City Council at its first meeting in February.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Meyer, to authorize a public hearing at 5:00 p.m. on February 5, 2001 for proposed rezoning of property in the Armed Forces Reserve Center area from I-1 to B-2. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Loberg offered first reading of the following Ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 826

AN ORDINANCE REZONING FROM I-1 TO B-2

(A Part of NW¼SW¼ 33-133-47)

As requested by Mr. Loberg, the Public Works Director related the status of the Armed Forces Reserve Center construction.  He said the plans and specifications are completed on the State level and are under consideration in Washington.  Mr. Lein said other preliminary steps,  including federal funding, have been approved.  Hopefully, he said, bids will be awarded this spring, construction will start by summer, and the building will be occupied some time in 2002.

Director Lein reported plans were proposed some years ago for platting the Armed Forces Reserve Center area and City Hall/Kidder Recreation area.  Now that development is occurring, he said, it’s a good idea to follow through.  Mr. Lein said a rough draft of a proposed plat, entitled “Kidder Addition,”  had been submitted to the Planning Commission earlier in the day.  

The Public Works Director observed that the 1975 6-inch portable trash pump has been repaired many times and he would like approval to order a replacement to be on hand before the spring flood season.  He said the Public Works Committee has been appraised and is in agreement to immediately cause replacement.  Two quotes were obtained, he said, one for a Thompson Pump in the amount of $20,667.00 and a $26,644.00 quote for a Godwin Pump.  Mr. Lein said the Thompson unit is recommended with some additional hoses bringing the total cost up to a maximum of $22,000.00.  Payment will be split between the Water Fund and the Sewer Fund.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Schmidt,  to authorize purchase of the Thompson 6-inch portable trash pump and hoses at a cost not to exceed $22,000.00. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Director Lein reported there will be a public input and informational meeting at City Hall beginning at 4:00 p.m. on Monday, January 22nd  regarding the West Side Facility Plan.  He said the purpose of the meeting is to discuss water, sanitary sewage, and storm water drainage facility plans which would be necessary for future development west of By-pass Highway 210.  Mr. Lein said all comments will be welcomed as all proposals will be evaluated and development costs will be estimated after the City Council votes on adoption of the accepted plan.  In addition, he said, an adopted “Plan” is a necessity for utilizing State funds for improvements.

The Public Works Committee was assigned the responsibility of review and recommendation of proposed 2001 budgets for the Water Fund and the Sewer Fund.

Councilmember Christensen asked the Public Works Committee to present the recommendation of the Public Works Committee regarding the review of bids for supply of 70 tons of Liquid CO 2  for the Water Plant.  Mr. Lein reported the two bids were:


Praxair, Inc., Danbury, Conn.

$222.00 per ton




Ethanol Products, Scotland, SD

   95.00 per ton

He said Praxair had been the supplier by renewable contract for many years but now Ethanol Products produces Liquid CO 2 as a by-product of its ethanol production.  Councilmember Hansey wondered if the supplies had been bid in the past.  Director Lein said not for the past few years because there had been no other supplier.  He added that Praxair will be notified of the contract’s termination.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Hansey, to approve a contract with Ethanol Products for supply of the Water Plant’s Liquid CO 2 needs at a price of $95 per ton. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

The City Attorney reported on the conclusion of the Jones-Van Tassel lawsuit.  He said a lot of the matter can’t be discussed because of the second (Kubitz) lawsuit  However, he said, eleven City of Wahpeton officials were dismissed from the lawsuit, namely:   Current Mayor Bud Schmitz, Current Councilmembers Jim Sturdevant, Rich Loberg, Warren Meyer, Meryl Hansey, and Tim Schmidt, former Mayor Dan Rood, former Councilmembers Delray Mathiason, Barney Myhra, Woody Caspers, and Donna Keogh.  He also noted that County Commissioners Don Holen and Bryan Flaa had also been dismissed from the case.  The City Attorney said the City did not contribute any money to settle the case.  Mr. Lies said the claims representative of the North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund allocated only 10% of its settlement contribution towards the City which was less than the estimated cost to proceed through the trial.  

Attorney Lies reported members of the City Council have inquired about the method for termination of the City’s participation on the Law Enforcement Center Building Committee.  He said the Committee has not met since April 17, 2000.  Mr. Lies said because the City has sold its interest in the building to Richland County and is merely a tenant now, the joint board is probably no longer needed and a vendor service agreement could be prepared.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Sturdevant, to direct the City Attorney to begin the process of dissolving agreements for the City’s participation in management of the Law Enforcement Center and to prepare a proposed vendor service agreement for communications services. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

The City Attorney recommended that the City Council authorize the City Administrator to contract with a specialist to offer Workplace Environment & Training Programs.  He said the program, estimated to cost between $1,200 and $1,500, would cover all kinds of discrimination (age, race, gender, etc) under State & Federal guidelines.  Councilmember Meyer asked if the programs hadn’t been conducted before.  Mr. Lies said they had but maybe everyone, including elected officials, hadn’t had the opportunity of attending one.  He suggested morning and afternoon sessions be considered so that all may attend.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Schmidt, to authorize the City Administrator to arrange for morning and afternoon sessions of Workplace Environmental & Training Programs and cause mandatory attendance. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Following the vote, Councilmember Beyer asked if the City’s Personnel Policy Manual doesn’t address discrimination matters.  Attorney Lies says it does but would suggested the consultant and Administrator Kessel review the section and determine if amendments are necessary.

As requested by Councilmember Christensen, the City Attorney reported on the Public Works Committee’s recommendation regarding the question about the security gate located on the section line road near the City’s and Minn-Dak Sugar Plant’s lagoon cells north of the sugar factory.  He said without the gate, both Minn-Dak and the City would be forced to expend a considerable amount of money for security fencing around their lagoons.  The City Attorney stated an owner of adjacent land, Gary Dietz, has asked for a letter from the City and Minn-Dak releasing him from liability which may arise due to a blockage of the right-of-way.   Attorney Lies said the Committee agreed to the proposal along with Mr. Dietz’s request that the letter include language allowing affected property owners to ask for the gate’s removal in the future.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Hansey, to approve the Committee recommendation and authorize the City Attorney to prepare an agreement concerning liability and possible future removal of the security gate currently blocking  the section line road at the north end of Red River Road. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

The Police Chief reported Mug Shots, Inc. (formerly Teddy’s) has complied with State requirements and its Liquor License has been bestowed.  He said the owners of Mug Shots, Inc. have decided to convert the west side portion of the premises from a café to a teen center.  Chief Lotzer said he and Codes Administrator Bob Brungardt had inspected the facility and listed the physical alterations required to completely separate the area from bar access.  The Chief said changes were properly completed and a teen dance was held there last week.  He said police officers checked in periodically and found all went okay.  Even so, Chief Lotzer said, he does feel that Ordinances regarding the proximity of liquor-licensed premises to teen centers should be reviewed by the Council.   The City Attorney recommended an amended liquor license be prepared removing the teen center description from authorized sales premises.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Schmidt, to terminate the original Class A Liquor License No. 2001-06 issued to Robert Heiser/Mug Shots Inc., for all of Lot 10 and all of Lot11, Block 17, Original Townsite, and issue a revised License with the following amended description of licensed premises: East 10 inches of Lot 10 and all of Lot 11, Block 17, Original Townsite.

A letter had been received from Sgt. James F. Hartman requesting reimbursement of the $69.00 course fee for a night computer class at NDSCS beginning January 25th.  Chief Lotzer said the personnel policy manual encourages education and allows for reimbursement.  Mayor Schmitz asked the Personnel Committee to give its blessing for  final approval.

A second letter in the correspondence folder was from Dennis J. Oberg requesting usage of the City Hall Community Room every Sunday for a Bible Study Group.  The City Auditor said there are no policies in place to allow for a permanent, weekly rental and the request couldn’t be considered by City Hall personnel.  Mayor Schmitz agreed that the advisability of allowing permanent, weekly rentals of the Community Room should be determined by the City Council and instructed the Public Works Committee has to consider the matter and make recommendation to the City Council.

Councilmember Loberg reported for the Personnel & Public Safety Committee.  He said the Committee met with snowmobile club members, worked out some agreeable amendments for City Snowmobile Ordinances, and copies will be mailed to members of the City Council prior to presentation at a Council meeting.  Mr. Loberg reported on the review and recommended approval of the proposed list of Appointive Officer Titles by Resolution rather than by Ordinance.  It was noted that all City Council members had earlier been supplied with the proposed list.

Councilmember Loberg offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION NO. 3085

RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING APPOINTIVE OFFICERS 

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Meyer, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Sturdevant, to approve the recommendation of the Personnel & Public Safety Committee to award the Police Patrol Vehicle contract to Smith Motors for its December 5, 2000, bid of $16,968.00, with trade, for a 2001 Chevrolet Impala.

Councilmember Hansey expressed concern of the Committee’s choice and wondered if the City may be repeating its mistake in purchasing an undersized unit.  He asked what how the Police Department felt about it.  Chief Lotzer said there had been some original concerns which he had discussed with the Personnel & Public Safety Committee.   Mr. Hansey said he meant no disrespect to Chevrolet products but observed that the City purchased too small a vehicle a few years ago (a mid-size, Ford Taurus) which isn’t being used for patrol and said he didn’t want to see the City get into that situation again.  He said he had checked with the Wilkin County Sheriff’s Department about the Impala they purchased and they said there are head room problems along with insufficient trunk space.  

Councilmember Sturdevant reported the Committee met several times to consider the bids and reviewed all of the concerns raised.  He acknowledged that the Council recognized its mistake in purchasing a mid-sized vehicle, agreed two bids ago not to advertise for mid-sized vehicles any longer, and, following the decision, a change in future bid specs was ordered to reflect that.  He noted that both the Ford Crown Victoria and the Chevrolet Impala met the specifications for the bids requested this time, the Committee took time to consider the variances between the two units, and agreed the Impala was the better buy for the City.

Councilmember Loberg reported he has a direct financial interest in the motion before the City Council and will abstain from voting.

Upon vote taken on the matter to award the Police Vehicle purchase contract to Smith Motors for it bid of $16,968.00 for a 2001 Chevrolet  Impala, the following voted in favor:  Beyer, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; the following voted nay:  Hansey; and the following abstained:  Loberg.  Mayor Schmitz declared the motion adopted on a vote of 6 in favor, 1 opposed, and 1 present but not voting because of a declared conflict of interest.

Councilmember Meyer reported for the Finance & Economic Development Committee.  He said the Committee determined that electronic communication between City Hall and members of the City Council has become a necessity and fax machines should be supplied to Council members without email capabilities.  Mr. Meyer said there are only two or three members needing the fax machines at this time.  He added that the equipment will be purchased by the City, checked out as necessary, and return will be required when the holder returns to private life.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Christensen, to approve the recommendation of the Finance & Economic Development Committee to purchase fax machines as necessary. Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer,  Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Mr. Meyer reported the Committee voted 2-2 on the request to create a new Revolving Loan Fund Program to allow applications for zero percent, 10-year loans to qualified non-profit organizations.  He said he voted against recommendation in Committee but, following more thought,  has decided to change his position and invited a motion from the Council.  Committeemember Sturdevant said he would offer the Resolution which will adopt a new Zero Interest Loan Program for the Revolving Loan Fund to provide for capital improvements for qualifying non-profit organizations conducting recreational and community activities for all ages of the general public.

Councilmember Hansey wondered if creation of the new program will be in direct conflict of existing businesses.  Committeemember Sturdevant said in order to qualify, an organization must provide open public recreational and community activities serving all age groups within the community, be utilized for capital improvements only, must have the documented ability to repay the loan (which cannot exceed $40,000), and provide additional assurances as required.  Because of the requirements, Mr. Sturdevant said, he couldn’t see where a loan would affect any other organization…the two which have been submitted are for new compressors at the hockey arena and for replacement of the NDSCS basketball arena floor.  Mr. Meyer said he still has reservations but can see the effective benefit to the community in supplying the loans for these two projects, which will be paid back and won’t sacrifice the revolving aspect of the Fund

Councilmember Sturdevant offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Two Ordinances were presented for second reading and adoption:  No. 823 requiring notification by excavators of pipeline damage and No. 824 defining manufactured homes as “single family” residences.

Councilmember Sturdevant offered second reading of the following Ordinance and moved for its adoption:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 814

(14-614 – OTHER OBLIGATIONS)

The Ordinance was then read in full for the second time.
