City of Wahpeton Minutes

September 5, 2000

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 5th day of September, 2000, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Charles B. Christensen, Tim Schmidt, James P. Sturdevant.

The following members were absent:  Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmember Warren D. Meyer.  Vacancy:  At-Large Councilmember. 

Officers present:  City Administrator, Public Works Director, Police Chief, Loan Administrator, Attorney, Auditor’s Assistant.  

Councilmember Christensen presided at the meeting.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held August 21, 2000. Motion carried.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the minutes of the special meeting held August 28, 2000. Motion carried.

The City Auditor presented an affidavit showing the advertisement of bids for the construction of the improvement proposed to be made in STORM SEWER IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT 1-1-00 (SCHUETT ADDITION).

Upon motion duly made by Councilmember Sturdevant, seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, and carried, the affidavit was approved and directed to be placed on file in the office of the City Auditor.  The Public Works Director then presented a report of sealed bids, which had been received pursuant to said advertisement before the time of this meeting.  The bids having been opened on September 1, 2000, publicly read and a bidder’s bond accompanying each of the bids having been examined, the names and addresses of the respective bidders and the estimated contract cost under the prices stated in their several bids were found to be as follows:

Upon motion duly made by Councilmember Sturdevant, seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, and carried, the City Auditor was then directed to enter the bids upon the minutes of this meeting and to preserve them carefully pending final action thereon.  

Upon motion duly made by Councilmember Sturdevant, seconded by Councilmember Schmidt, and carried, the Engineer planning the improvement for the City was then directed to make a careful and detailed statement of the estimated cost of the work based upon the bids received, and to submit the same to the Council.  

The Public Works Director reported the Public Works Committee had reviewed the bids and recommend award to the lowest bidder—Kindred Plumbing & Heating—for its bid of $72,498.20.  The City Council then re-examined the bids received together with the statement by the Engineer planning said improvement for the City of the estimated cost of said improvement under the terms of the respective bids.  After examination of the report of the Engineer and consideration of the bids, Councilmember Sturdevant offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

The City Administrator requested the Council to make a recommendation to form a Mayor’s Community Center Task Force to review the feasibility of the creation of a Community Center in Wahpeton, ND. The task force would then return a recommendation of the same to the Council prior to December 31, 2000.

Motion by Sturdevant, seconded by Loberg, to form the Mayor’s Community Center Task Force, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Christensen, Schmidt, Sturdevant; and the following voted against the same:  None.

City Administrator reported that there has been discussion on relocating the First Ward Precinct. Mary L. Nold, Executive Director of the Wahpeton Senior Citizens Center has agreed to allow the City of Wahpeton to use its facility as the First Ward Precinct.

City Administrator informed the Council that the Assessor/HR Assistant position has been filled.  Jacqueline Fritz will begin her employment with the City of Wahpeton at 9:00 a.m. on Monday September 11th at Grade M, Step 3.

Councilmember Sturdevant offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

Auditor Assistant Broadland reported that as of 5:00 p.m. September 5, 2000, the City had received one petition for the At-Large Council position. The applicant is Steve Helgeson.  Broadland then asked if the County should be notified by Friday, September 8, 2000 whether or not to ask that the matter be on the general election ballot.

Discussion followed with Councilmember Loberg stating that that item has been tabled and the Personnel and Public Safety Committee will address the issue at its next scheduled meeting.

Public Works Director Lein reported that the Corps of Engineers is in the final stages of the approval of the Feasibility Study for the City of Wahpeton and at this time they require a letter of intent from the City which states that the City intends to enter into a contract with the Corps to do the design and construction of the levee system once the study is complete. 

Councilmember Beyer offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Director Lein informed the Council that the access to City Hall at 18th Avenue will be discontinued Wednesday afternoon for approximately one week.

Director Lein stated that the Street Worker position had been filled and that Don Wald will begin his employment with the City of Wahpeton on September 20, 2000.
The Loan Administrator reported that the Wahpeton Area Chamber of Commerce Annual meeting is scheduled for September 18th, 2000 at the Wahpeton Eagles Club.  The City of Wahpeton will be sponsoring a table and there are eight seats available. The Council was also informed that Ms. Priebe will be the next President of the Wahpeton Area Chamber of Commerce.

Councilmember Sturdevant, the Councilmembers and City Officers offered their congratulations to Loan Administrator Priebe.

Councilmember Loberg reported for the Personnel and Public Safety Committee.  He noted that the majority of the items on the agenda were tabled but the Committee had instructed the City Attorney to set a meeting with Mr. Ted Bellmore in reference to a cabaret violation. The meeting has been scheduled for October 2nd following the conclusion of the regular Council Meeting.

Councilmember Loberg reported that the Committee had discussed supporting legislation by the NDLC to increase the North Dakota income tax to fund K-12 Education.

Councilmember Schmidt offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:
