Mayor Sturdevant called the meeting to order.  5:03 Pm
Motion by Mitskog, seconded by Wateland to approve the April 6, 2009 Council Minutes.  Motion carried 8-0.
PUBLIC HEARING
Brett Lambrecht- Gave an update on the flood recovery. He said the ‘Disaster’ began on March 13th and will stay open until the weather permits a non-flooding stage.  Lambrecht gave information on who to contact to receive disaster recovery assistance for those who were affected by the severe weather.  He said there are loans and grants available under this disaster recovery plan.  Mitskog thanked Lambrecht for the great job that he did during the flood and Lambrecht also thanked citizens and officials for the hard work that they did to help during the flood fight.
Web Video Contract- DeVries gave an overview of the promotional videos that are currently on the city’s website.  He noted that the three year contract is up and that they are offering another three year contract to the city at no cost to the city.  
Motion by DeVries, seconded by Bohn to enter into a contract with CGI to shoot promotional videos for the Wahpeton website.

Wateland asked if there is going to be more Wahpeton attributes, because he said there are a lot of things in the video that are generic images.  DeVries said that he hopes when they shoot the new video they will use less filler videos, but there is a lot of actual Wahpeton footage.
Motion carried 8-0.

Legislative Update- Huwe noted that the Legislative Session is coming to an end.
Senate Bill 2012- Deals with Transportation Funding. $120 million is at stake with this bill. She said that the legislators are on the same page as we are. 
Senate Bill 2199-Sig property tax reform in it. She said this bill could reduce our property taxes by 15%. Fiscal noted has been revised from $300,000,000 to $295,000,000 for the biennium.  Huwe said the legislators said this issue will probably be discussed right up to the last day of session and probably won’t be voted on until the last day.
Huwe requested to refer the Street Lighting Fee Review to the PW/PS Committee.  Mayor Sturdevant referred this issue to the PW/PS Committee.

FEMA Preliminary Damage Assessment- Huwe said that Lambrecht had been collecting data for FEMA on the Preliminary Damage Assessment earlier.  She said the expenditures for the city were just under $76,000, additional expenditures for street damages were $166,000, bring the total expenditures to $241,000.  She said the city will continue to pursue reimbursement through FEMA and Department of Emergency Services.
Canadian Forces Air Show- Huwe noted that the Airport Authority is hosting the Wings Over Wahpeton event.  The event is going to be held Wednesday May 6th at 11:30am.
Mitskog updated the public as to why the event is being held on a Wednesday morning, and the fact that it started as a casual fly over but had so much interest that it turned into a bigger event.

He said the report will be mailed along with the next monthly utility billings, will be posted on the Wahpeton website, can be picked up at City Hall, and will be posted at City Hall.

He said the city received $810,400 in economic stimulus funds for maintenance on streets.  Nelson put up a slide depicting the areas that will be affected by this project.  He went through the cost constraints that the project presents.  The current estimate of the project totals $1,054,000, and with the county’s share subtracted that leaves the city with $880,000. He said that there will be resolutions presented to create a district in case we need to assess the excess $70,000 to that district.
