December 4, 2000

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 4th day of December, 2000, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Warren D. Meyer, Charles B. Christensen, Tim Schmidt, Glen H. Tollefson.

The following member was absent: Councilmember James P. Sturdevant. 

Officers present:  City Administrator, Public Works Director, Police Chief, Economic Development Coordinator, Attorney, Auditor.  

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the minutes of the special meeting held November 27, 2000.  Motion carried.

The bids were then turned over to the Personnel & Public Safety Committee for tabulation and recommendation.

The City Administrator presented a copy of a letter from employee Vernon D. Krause in which Mr. Krause expressed his decision to extend the date of his intended retirement until January, 2002.  (In an earlier letter to the City Council dated August 20, 1999, Mr. Krause had listed a retirement date of January 3, 2001).  Mayor Schmitz instructed the Personnel & Public Safety Committee to review the request.

Councilmember Schmidt offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

NDSCS BUILDING CONSTRUCTION TECHNOLOGY CLUB

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Tollefson, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

The Police Chief reported on the application from Bob & Kari Heiser for transfer of the Teddy’s Sports Bar Liquor License.  He said the background investigation of Mr. & Mrs. Heiser reveals they are qualified to hold a City Liquor License. Chief Lotzer noted that the Heisers reside in Breckenridge which will require appointment of a Manager living within Wahpeton’s City Limits.  The Chief then reviewed the building inspection report conducted by Codes Administrator Bob Brungardt.  Mr. Lotzer said Mr. Brungardt’s report lists 10 deficiencies which are recommended for maintenance.  The Chief said the deficiencies are considered to be of a minor nature but quite a few deal with electrical items.  He said the Heisers have agreed to complete necessary maintenance to provide for elimination of the deficiencies within 6 months.  Answering a question from the Council, the City Attorney recommended that a motion be offered for a conditional 6-month’s license allowing automatic extension if the building deficiencies are taken care of.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Loberg, to approve the transfer of the Teddy’s Sports Bar Class A Liquor License to Bob & Kari Heiser subject to receipt of all fees and naming of a qualified Manager; to stipulate that the License is “conditional” for 6 months and that it may be automatically extended through December 31, 2001 upon the Codes Administrator’s certification of the property’s being returned to “building code condition.”  Motion carried 7-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None.

The City Auditor then presented a listing of applications for 2001 City Licenses.  He explained that all Liquor License & Cabaret applications have been received along with the appropriate fees. Although most renewal applications have been received, Mr. Anderson said, there usually are some small changes in names and number of the other City licenses.  He recommended the Council consider approval of the list with the understanding that the Auditor’s office will not issue licenses until all provisions of City Ordinances have been complied with.

Motion by Hansey, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the following 2001 City Licenses upon compliance with provisions of City Ordinance:

Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None.

The Auditor discussed attendance at the meeting with Legislators scheduled for 5:00 p.m. at Prante’s on December 11th and the NDLC-sponsored pre-Legislative session to be held in Bismarck on December 15th.

Auditor Anderson observed that the amended City Officer titles are now apparently complete and he suggested the Council adopt a new Ordinance again identifying appointive Officers.  He said an Ordinance (817) was adopted last June but needs updating.  Mayor Schmitz instructed the Personnel Committee to add the item to its meeting agenda.

The Economic Development Coordinator discussed proposed 2001 Budgets for the Economic Development Department and for the Visitors Center (both had been mailed out with agendas). Ms. Priebe reported the budgets have been reviewed and endorsed by the Economic Development Commission.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Loberg, to adopt the 2001 Economic Development Department Budget in the amount of $150,000 and the 2001 Visitors Center Budget totaling $41,500. Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None

Councilmember Loberg reported for the Personnel & Public Safety Committee.  He said the Committee chooses not to recommend any change in the Personnel Policy Manual allowing donation of sick leave.  Chairman Loberg reported the Committee does recommend the Manual be amended to allow funeral leave for loss of a grandchild.  In conclusion, Mr. Loberg said, the Personnel Committee reviewed and approved a proposal for amending Parking & Speeding Fees.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Meyer, to amend the Personnel Policy Manual’s Funeral Leave section by adding “grandchild.” Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None

Councilmember Loberg offered first reading of the following Ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 821

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND

ESTABLISHING NON-CRIMINAL FEES

(Parking and Speeding)

Councilmember Schmidt reported the Public Works Committee reviewed and recommends adoption of a new policy allowing annual installment payments of water or sewer service line repair costs by qualified senior citizens.

Motion by Schmidt, seconded by Christensen,  to adopt the following:  “WAHPETON UTILITIES DEPARTMENT POLICY ON WATER OR SEWER SERVICE LINE REPAIR FOR SENIOR CITIZENS-Those Senior Citizens or Disabled Persons that qualify for and receive a Tax Credit through the State of North Dakota Tax Commissioners Program may request the City set up a payment plan for repair or replacement of their water and sewer service lines.  The City will pay the contractor for the repair and provide an interest-free payment plan to the homeowner over a 5-year period.  Should the property be sold during the payment period, the remaining balance will become due and payable.  If any part of the payment is not submitted, the balance will be placed on the property as a special assessment according to Section 19-502 of the City Ordinances.”  Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson; voting nay:  None
Motion by Meyer, seconded by Christensen, to approve payment of bills presented in the amount of $461,046.45 and that warrants be drawn upon their respective funds. Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson;  nay:  None
