City of Wahpeton Minutes

JUNE 4, 2001

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 4th day of June, 2001, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Warren D. Meyer, Charles B. Christensen, Glen H. Tollefson, James P. Sturdevant.

The following members were absent:  Councilmembers Richard A. Loberg, Tim Schmidt. 

Officers present: City Administrator, Public Works Director, Police Chief, Attorney, Assistant Auditor.  

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Christensen, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held May 21, 2001.  Motion carried.

City Administrator Kessel distributed information from the U.S. Census Bureau, “Profile of General Demographic Characteristics 2000.”  Mr. Kessel reported that other than the college-age individuals, the City’s largest population group falls between 35 to 44 years of age.  Mr. Kessel noted that the average family size for the City of Wahpeton was reported to be 2.97.

City Administrator Kessel informed the Council that a letter had been received from Richland County requesting the City of Wahpeton to select an individual to sit on the County Redistricting Board.  Mr. Kessel said that the individual would have to be selected at the Council Meeting scheduled for June 18th and attend the first meeting scheduled for June 21, 2001.

Mr. Kessel acknowledged Jaci Fritz and reported that she had received an Achievement Certificate from the State Tax Department for completing Course 102 – Principles & Theory of Value, as she continues her training in the Assessing Department.

Councilmember Tollefson offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Beyer, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Meyer, Christensen, Tollefson, Sturdevant; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

Motion by Sturdevant, seconded by Tollefson, to approve the following 7/01/2001-6/30/2002 Games of Chance Site Authorization:

1) Red River Human Services Foundation for Oasis Stage Bar located at 512 Dakota Avenue.

Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Meyer, Christensen, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

City Attorney Lies reported that a letter had been sent to Richland County requesting the Deed for Lot 2, Block 13, Riverside Addition, which has been utilized for a part of South Center Street for decades.

City Attorney Lies said that Irv Rustad, Lake Agassiz Housing Corporation, had received the final figures for the T.I.F. Abatement and M.I.D.A. Bond Financing for the Senior Congregate Housing and will be prepared to present them to the City next week.  Mr. Lies said that a public hearing would have to be scheduled for July in order to proceed with the project.

Councilmember Meyer stated that the Finance and Economic Development Committee reviewed the project with all members in support.  Mr. Meyer further stated that the T.I.F. Abatement was approved by the Council and suggested the project simply move forward.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Christensen, to schedule the Senior Congregate Housing T.I.F. Abatement Public Hearing and the M.I.D.A. Bond Financing Public Hearing for July 16, 2001 at 5:00 p.m.  Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Meyer, Christensen, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Police Chief Delano Lotzer presented a letter of resignation from Derek A. Cruff, effective June 16, 2001.

Chief Lotzer reported that Police Officer Sherry Vittel began her employment with the City of Wahpeton on May 29, 2001.

Chief Lotzer said that the Police Department had filled the vacant Administrative Clerk One position.  Keri Clark, Abercrombie, ND, began her employment with the City on May 30, 2001.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Beyer, to approve payment of bills presented in the amount of $158,138.60 and that warrants be drawn upon their respective Funds.  Motion carried 6-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Meyer, Christensen, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.
