March 5, 2001

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Wahpeton City Council was duly held at City Hall on the 5th day of March, 2001, beginning at 5:00 p.m.

The following members were present: Mayor Duane M. Schmitz, Councilmembers Wayne H. Beyer, Meryl T. Hansey, Richard A. Loberg, Warren D. Meyer, Tim Schmidt, Glen H. Tollefson, James P. Sturdevant.

The following member was absent:  Councilmember Charles B. Christensen.

Officers present:  Public Works Director, City Administrator, Economic Development Coordinator, Police Chief, Attorney, Auditor.  

Mayor Schmitz presided at the meeting.

Motion by Beyer, seconded by Tollefson, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held February 20, 2001.  Motion carried.

Councilmember Loberg reported the Planning Commission had held a public hearing earlier in the day regarding the proposal to adopt the final plat of Berg Addition (north of 16th Avenue along 11th Street North). The property had been annexed to the City a few years ago but a final, formal plat had not been submitted until recently.  Mr. Loberg said there were no protests and the Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend the plat be adopted by the City Council.

The Public Works Director presented a Preliminary Engineering Report and displayed a map describing the proposed special improvement project for reconstruction of 3rd, 4th, and 5th Streets South between Dakota Avenue and the railroad tracks.  Mr. Lein said the project, identified as Street Improvement District 2-1-01 Property Area B, will install asphalt over a concrete base and is being estimated to cost about $95,000.  The Director said it is being recommended that a portion of the cost be paid through the Special Street Maintenance Fund.  Mayor Schmitz instructed the Public Works Committee to meet and recommend a figure to the City Council.  The Public Works Director and City Attorney reported the public hearing to receive protests will be held during the City Council meeting at 5:00 p.m. on April 16th.

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution was duly seconded by Councilmember Meyer, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Resolution was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

The Public Works Director then presented a proposed Agreement with Cargill, Inc. to collect and treat Cargill’s domestic sewage waste at an initial annual fee of $1,150.00, subject to annual review and adjustment.  Mr. Lein went on to describe a few of the major items in the agreement and recommended its approval.

Motion by Loberg, seconded by Schmidt, to authorize the Mayor and City Auditor to execute the Agreement with Cargill, Inc., for disposal of the Cargill’s domestic sewage.  Motion carried 7-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

The Economic Development Coordinator distributed and reviewed the Annual Report for the Revolving Loan Fund Programs administered by the Economic Development Department.  Ms. Priebe reported on some of the major items and described plans for the coming year.

The City Attorney reported approval by 4 of the 5 parties involved with the Lagoon Gate Agreement  He said the remaining party is Dwight Township and the Supervisors will probably add their approval at the next Township Board meeting.

Mayor Schmitz reported on a letter received from the Mayor’s Committee on Employment of People with Disabilities.  He said the Committee wishes to create a $500 scholarship in memory of long-term Committeemember Gene Berg to be utilized by a Richland 44 High School student with disabilities.  Mayor Schmitz said a $300 donation has been received from the Wahpeton Eagle’s Club and the Committee is asking the City of Wahpeton to consider contributing the balance of $200.  Mayor Schmitz said he urges approval of the contribution and turned the matter over to the Finance Committee to determine the method of honoring the request.  (Later in the meeting, Councilmember Hansey suggested each member of the City Council consider contributing $25)

Councilmember Loberg reported the Personnel & Public Safety Committee is continuing its discussions regarding an agreement for sharing in the cost of operating the LEC Communications Center.

Councilmember Meyer reported for the Finance and Economic Development Committee.  He said the owners of West Briarwood Addition witnessed a delay in construction of streets (Project 1-4-98WB) which has affected the availability of, and income from, lots in the newly-developed area.  Mr. Meyer said the project was part of a (R/I #9698) Bond Sale and the City had to get the project off “the books” and onto “special assessments.”  He reported the owners had raised questions about possibly delaying the initial special assessment payment and extending the assessment years  Mr. Meyer said the Committee reviewed the circumstances and voted unanimously to recommend approval of the request for an amended amortization scheduled.  

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Hansey, to approve the amended amortization schedule for Project 1-4-98WB and submit the same to the owners of West Briarwood Addition for their concurrence. Motion carried 7-0.  Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Councilmember Schmidt reported the Public Works Committee has completed its review and recommends adoption of the City Coordinate System booklet. In addition, Mr. Schmidt reported, the Committee recommends purchase of a copy of the Corps of Engineer’s CD Disk containing aerial photos of the entire City.  He said the Coordinate System—based upon GPS coordinate points—and the aerial photos will be incorporated into surveys and planning for development.

Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Beyer, to approve payment of bills presented in the amount of $178,089.90 and that warrants be drawn upon their respective funds. Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

Motion by Sturdevant, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the following reports: Revolving Loan Fund 2000 Annual Report; FEB Police Department; FEB Municipal Court. Motion carried 7-0. Voting aye: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.
