The Auditor noted that an owner of property valued at $80,000 is being taxed $9.22 more than last year…but the same citizen is paying $70.38 less than in 1997.

The Public Works Director presented and discussed two proposed Ordinance amendments.  He said the first, which would be added to the City’s recently-enacted Public Rights-of-Way Article 14-6, is strongly recommended by the National Transportation Board and concerns notification of damage when excavators cause any pipeline damage in the rights-of-way.  Secondly, Director Lein reported, it is time to include manufactured homes under Chapter 16th’s definition of “single family” residences.  He said the latter’s draft copy will need some modification and copies will be mailed for Council review prior to second reading.

ZONING ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF WAHPETON

Mayor Schmitz and Councilmember Meyer reported a letter has been received from the North Dakota National Guard inviting a City representative to take part in the “Bosslift 2001” program in Jacksonville, Florida on March 21-23.  Mr. Meyer said the Guard will select 10 people from among the applicants received.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Hansey, to authorize expenditure of $225 for the cost of a City representative to take part in “Bosslift 2001.”  Motion carried 8-0. Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.

The Police Chief said the new owners of Teddy’s Bar had neglected to obtain a State Liquor License and are temporarily closed.  The City Attorney said the application is in Bismarck and the Attorney General will fax a copy when the State License is approved.

All Committees reported a lack of quorum prevents any recommendation on assignments. Each Chair said they would continue the agendas to newly-scheduled meeting dates.

Councilmember Meyer offered second reading of the following Ordinance and moved its adoption:

The Ordinance was then read in full for the second time.  Following second reading, the motion for the adoption of the foregoing Ordinance was duly seconded by Councilmember Loberg, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor thereof: Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; and the following voted against the same:  None.  Whereupon said Ordinance was declared duly passed and adopted, was signed by the Mayor, and attested to by the City Auditor.

As suggested by the City Attorney, the Personnel Committee agreed to again review the list of Officer Titles to be identified prior to offering of the Resolution enacting the same.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Christensen, to approve payment of bills presented in the amount of $227,977.46 and that warrants be drawn upon their respective funds.  Motion carried 8-0.  Voting aye:  Beyer, Hansey, Loberg, Meyer, Christensen, Schmidt, Tollefson, Sturdevant; voting nay:  None.
