Mayor Sturdevant called the meeting to order.  

Motion by Bertsch, seconded by Schmidt to approve November 16, 2009 minutes.  Motion carried.
Southern Valley Health Watch Kash & Koins for the Kettle

Sales Tax Increase Notice- Huwe reported that the North Dakota State Tax Commissioner sent letters to all sales and use tax permit holders in the 58075 zip code with regard to the 2% local Sales and Use Tax that will be in place January 1, 2010.  Huwe noted that there is an increase in the Maximum Tax (Refund Cap) on the local tax from $25 to $50 per transaction.
Toshiba Copier Lease-Huwe asked for approval of a Toshiba copier lease for City Hall.  This lease replaces the current lease on the Lanier copier, the proposal is currently under the Minnesota State Bid and results in a net savings of $165 per month.
